Related Tossup/Bonus Phase

Tossup 1. One legend associated with it is the blinding of Epizelus by a large ghost, and a depiction of it in the Poikile Stoa shows a dog fighting alongside its master. The winning side used a double envelopment strategy, and those Athenians legendarily sent a messenger to the Sparta to tell of their victory, who yelled “we are victorious” before dying. For 10 points, name this 490 BC battle in which Miltiades’s Greeks defeated Darius’s Persians, best known for a legendary run by Pheidippides that lends its name to a 26.2 mile footrace.

ANSWER: Battle of Marathon
BONUS. Name these naval engagements, for 10 points each:

[10] This battle of the Russo-Japanese war saw Japanese forces under Admiral Togo sink two-thirds of the Russian fleet under Admiral Rozhestvensky.

ANSWER: Battle of Tsushima Straits

[10] Often considered the most important naval battle of World War II, this engagement was a decisive victory for the Americans over the attacking Japanese fleet. The Japanese lost four aircraft carriers, crippling its offensive naval capability for the rest of the war.

ANSWER: Battle of Midway
Tossup 2. One of its members argued that “the Poles must be exterminated” for allying with pagans against the Baltic crusaders. A minor decision made at it was the commissioning of a book on death and dying, the Ars moriendi, but more important was the recognition of nationalism, as seen by the bishops voting in national blocks for the first time. Jan Hus was burnt at the stake at, for 10 points, this Catholic Council held from 1414 to 1418 which also elected Martin V as Pope, thus ending the Great Schism.
ANSWER: Council of Constance
BONUS. For 10 points each, name these U.S. presidents generally known by their middle names:
[10] Holding a Ph.D. from Johns Hopkins, he later won the 1919 Nobel Peace Prize.

ANSWER: Thomas Woodrow Wilson
[10] This man’s presidential claim-to-fame was not his first name, Stephen, but the fact that he is still so far the only president to serve two non-consecutive terms in office.

ANSWER: Stephen Grover Cleveland
Tossup 3. Narration, presumably from the point of view of the pilot, relates “I pressed the fire control...and ahead of me rockets blazed through the sky...” Adapted from a 1962 issue of All American Men at War, it depicts an aerial battle between two fighter planes, one of which annihilates the other in a fiery explosion, accompanied by a single onomatopoetic word. Inspired by two DC Comics panels, this is, for 10 points, what 1963 painting by Roy Lichtenstein?

ANSWER: Whaam!

BONUS. Disgruntled Oscar-watchers should take solace in the fact that a film doesn’t have to win to emerge as a masterpiece. Name these also-rans that outshone the eventual winners.
[10] Perhaps the most famous snub was dealt to Orson Welles’ 1941 Hollywood debut, which was nominated for 9 Oscars but lost Best Picture to How Green Was My Valley.

ANSWER: Citizen Kane
[10] In 1980, this universally acclaimed boxing biopic directed by Martin Scorsese was stilted for Robert Redford’s family drama, Ordinary People.

ANSWER: Raging Bull
Tossup 4. None of the largest asteroids have them, although Pluto, no longer considered a planet, has three. None have been found outside the solar system, and it is believed that a system with one of these belonging to another such body cannot be stable. Regular ones tend to, like the best known one, be tidally locked, with the period of rotation almost equal to the period of revolution. For 10 points, name these cosmic objects that orbit bodies that orbit the Sun, including Juliet, Triton, Phobos, and Callisto.

ANSWER: moons (accept natural satellites)

BONUS. When astronauts went to the moon, they had to worry about cosmic rays. Answer the following question about cosmic rays, for 10 points each:

[10] The primary component of cosmic rays is this particle.

ANSWER: proton or H+
[10] When entering the Earth’s atmosphere, a cosmic proton can collide with an oxygen atom, producing this type of particle, made of a quark and a non-corresponding antiquark.

ANSWER: π [pi]
Tossup 5. He was the son of Aeolus and Enarete and grew up to become King of Ephyra. He cheated death twice: once by tricking Thanatos into putting himself into chains, and once by persuading Persephone that he had been mistakenly sent to Tartarus. His punishment for these crimes would become legendary, and his name is now synonymous with any endless or impossible task. For 10 points, identify this “craftiest of men,” condemned to push a rock up a mountain for all eternity.

ANSWER: Sisyphus
BONUS. Identify these other mythological tricksters, for 10 points each:

[10] This god of West African lore is the son of the sky god Nyame. He is often depicted as a spider, and through cleverness he becomes “King of all Stories.”
ANSWER: Anansi
[10] Various Native American myths describe this animal as a trickster, contrasting him with his brother Wolf.

ANSWER: Coyote

Tossup 6. Recurring guest stars on this show include a Henry Gibson as a man who hates “namby-pambys” and Delta Burke, who plays the mother of a dwarf loved by one of the main characters.  The personality of another character is split into the alternate characters Clevont, Clarice, and Oprah.  A suicide bomber recently threatened to destroy this show’s central setting, which is named partially for characters played by Larry Miller and Candace Bergen. For 10 points, name this show, a spinoff of The Practice about attorneys Alan Shore and Denny Crane, played by James Spader and William Shatner.

ANSWER: “Boston Legal”

BONUS. Name these enemies of the evil empire known as Coach K and Duke basketball, for 10 points each.
[10] Cut from the US national team by Coach K, this Wizards point guard has said he would personally score 84 or 85 points against Duke, if allowed to play them.
ANSWER: Gilbert Jay Arenas, Jr.

[10] Duke’s dramatic exit from the first round of the 2007 NCAA tournament was sealed when this sophomore VCU guard went coast to coast and nailed a 15-foot jumper with two seconds left.
ANSWER: Eric “The Greatest Person In the Universe” Maynor
Tossup 7. Although they were not the first to formulate the concept, Thomas Malthus and David Ricardo are remembered for realizing that it played out in 19th century English agriculture when a limited supply of land was present. For 10 points, identify this economic principle which states that beyond a certain point each additional unit of input yields increasingly less useful output.
ANSWER: law of diminishing returns (accept diminishing marginal returns or law of increasing opportunity cost)
BONUS. The Chairman of the Federal Reserve is an important person. Identify these men who have held the post in recent memory for 10 points each:

[10] Appointed under President Reagan, this NYU-educated legend served for nearly two decades in that post until his retirement in 2006.
ANSWER: Alan Greenspan
[10] This New Jersey native was appointed to the post by Jimmy Carter and is remembered for ending 1970s stagflation.

ANSWER: Paul Volcker
Tossup 8. While living in the provincial town of Tomi, this author wrote five volumes of Sorrows. He wrote a work in which the speaker pines for Corinna, and another consisting of letters from famous women to the heroes who spurned them, the Heroides. He also wrote a manual on lovemaking that got him exiled, Ars Amatoria, and a work which chronicles the Four Ages of Man and features such tales as the transformation of Actaeon. For 10 points, name this Roman poet who wrote the Metamorphoses.

ANSWER: Publius Ovidius Nasso

BONUS. Identify these Shakespearean protagonists with problems of their own for 10 points each:

[10] Indecision pervades until Fortinbras orders that his dead body be carried away from the pile of dead bodies at the end of the play.

ANSWER: Hamlet

[10] Although he has qualms about the notion of regicide, his wife is ultimately able to convince him to slay King Duncan in the night.

ANSWER: Macbeth

Tossup 9. Its division was decided at the 1807 Treaty of Fontainebleau, with territory divided at the Minho and Douro rivers. In order to see the terms of the treaty fulfilled, Napoleon ordered three invasions of this nation, the first of which sparked the Peninsular War. For 10 points, name this European nation that saw Napoleon land on October 30, 1807 in its present-day capital, Lisbon.
ANSWER: Portugal
Tossup 10. The Haber process is carried out at high temperatures, despite the fact that the reaction is exothermic. This causes the formation of product to be disfavored, in accordance with this concept. To compensate, the process is carried out at high pressure—there are four moles of reactant for every two moles of product, so increasing the pressure drives the equilibrium to the right. This illustrates, for 10 points, what principle named for a French chemist, which states that if a system in chemical equilibrium is disturbed, the system will shift to counteract the change.

ANSWER: Le Chatelier’s principle
Tossup 11. Early in this novel, the demise of Doctor Juvenal Urbino opens the door for Florentino Ariza to profess his undying love for the doctor’s widow, Fermina Daza. She rejects him out of hand, but later grows to adore him as she had decades before. In the end, the two lovers are able to escape scandal by quarantining themselves aboard a vessel, indicating the presence of the titular disease, in, for 10 points, what work of Gabriel Garcia Marquez?

ANSWER: Love in the Time of Cholera [or El amor en los tiempos del cóler]
Tossup 12. While he began his musical career as a piano tuner, his fortunes took off in 1919 when Al Jolson recorded one of his solo compositions. Five years later, he and his partner had a hit on Broadway with the musical comedy Lady, Be Good. However, he would achieve greater fame that same year for a piece first conducted by George Whiteman at Aeolian Hall, with the composer joining the ensemble at the piano. For 10 points, name this composer who frequently collaborated with lyricist brother Ira, the composer of Rhapsody in Blue.

ANSWER: George Gershwin [prompt on Ira Gershwin]
Tossup 13. His name translates from to Hebrew to “God will hear.” Of the three Abrahamic religions, only one looks upon him with a positive light. Baha’i writings regard him as a lesser prophet, though Islam views him as an important prophet and son of sacrifice. For 10 ponits, identify this eldest son of Abraham, born to him by his wife’s handmaiden Sarah.
ANSWER: Ishmael
Tossup 14. Elected to Georgia’s 6th Congressional District in 1978, his party fervor and activism earned him the support to succeed Dick Cheney as Minority Whip after the 1988 elections. Recently, he has breached party lines, collaborating with former arch-nemesis Hillary Clinton on new health care legislation in 2005. This about face may be positioning for a likely 2008 presidential run by, for 10 points, what former Speaker of the House and public face of the Republican landslide in the 1994 midterm elections, co-author of the Contract with America?

ANSWER: Newton Leroy Gingrich

Category Quiz Bonuses
Arts: Andy Warhol was the foremost personage of the American version of this artistic movement that started in the late 1950’s. Roy Lichtenstein and Jasper Johns were other luminaries of, for 15 points, what movement?
ANSWER: pop art
Current Events: When Iran took fifteen British sailors captive, The UK claimed that Iran violated it when they aired video footage of the captured sailors. For 15 points, identify this convention that Alberto Gonzales has described parts of as “quaint.”
ANSWER: Third Geneva Convention
Geography: Though its boundaries were drawn in 1993, it was not officially separated until 1999. Its name translated from Inuktitut means “our land.” For 15 points, name this largest Canadian territory.
ANSWER: Nunavut

History: The first one was a turning point that led to the Hussite Wars, occurring in 1419 and resulting in the death of seven members of the city council. The second one, often the one the term refers to, resulted in no deaths due to a pile of manure. For 15 points, identify this event.
ANSWER: Defenestration of Prague
Literature: The novel and the book were both released in 1922. Many argue that it is based on the author’s relationship with his wife Zelda. For 15 points, name this story that tells of Anthony Patch, his wife Gloria, and the complexities of marriage and intimate relationships. 
ANSWER: The Beautiful and Damned [do not accept The Beautiful and the Damned]
Popular Culture: A CD of the lead singer’s former band, Absent Element, appeared online in 2006. For 15 points, name this current band headed by the fourth-place finalist of the fifth season of American Idol with hit single “It’s Not Over.”
ANSWER: Daughtry [accept Chris Daughtry]
Math Calculuation: f of x = 3x3 + x2 + 5. For 15 points, calculate the slope of the line tangent to the curve at x = 2. You have 15 seconds.
ANSWER: 40
Science: This German physician who came up with some namesake postulates governing actions necessary to prove a microorganism causes a disease. For 15 points, name this dude who also discovered tuberculosis and anthrax.
ANSWER: Heinrich Hermann Robert Koch

Tossup 15. The woman in the employment office is the lead’s own mother, and Brad Garrett of “Everybody Loves Raymond” fame provides the voice of an Easter Island Head. Although he had played a corrupt district attorney in Dick Tracy, some contend that this film was the first antagonistic role for Dick Van Dyke. For 10 points, name this 2006 film that has Ben Stiller fighting with the Museum of Natural History come alive.
ANSWER: Night at the Museum
BONUS. Meaning “age of fishes,” this period saw the first appearance of amphibians and insects. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this geologic period.

ANSWER: Devonian
[10] First walking onto land in the Devonian period was this class, which includes ticks, scorpions, and spiders.

ANSWER: arachnida or arachnids
[10] The massive fern forests of the Devonian became fossil fuels in this next geologic period.

ANSWER: Carboniferous
Tossup 16. His novel Mosquitoes is set in New Orleans, while his first novel, about a soldier who returns home to Georgia, was written in 1925 while he lived in that same city. However, he is better known for writing about, among others, a patriarch who tried to start a plantation, known as his “Hundred”, as well as a woman who lives with her dead lover for decades, both in Yoknapatawpha County, Mississippi. For 10 points, identify this author of Absalom, Absalom, and “A Rose for Emily.”
ANSWER: William Faulkner

BONUS Given a polyatomic ion, state the value of its charge, for the stated number of points:

[5] Hydroxide

ANSWER: -1
[5] Ammonium

ANSWER: +1
[10] Carbonate

ANSWER: -2
[10] Phosphate

ANSWER: -3
Tossup 17. This capital city lies near the coast of the Red Sea. On the other side of this sea is the Arabian Peninsula; reflecting its location, the official languages of the nation in which it lies are Arabic and French. It is one of the few capital cities in the world whose name, written in the English language, begins with two consonants. The nation in which it lies is one of the smallest in Africa. For 10 points, name this Horn of Africa port and capital of a country with the same name.
ANSWER: Djibouti
BONUS. Answer these questions about a certain family from the Bible who had dealings with King David for 10 points each:

[10] His jealousy led to several attempts at assassinating King David.

ANSWER: Saul
[10] Some argue that this friend had a homosexual relationship with David.

ANSWER: Jonathan
[10] When he was 5 years old, his nurse stumbled and dropped him, which caused him to be crippled from the waist down. Years later, he was summoned by David to court, not to be executed, as this man had assumed, but to amicably dine with the King.

ANSWER: Mephibosheth
Tossup 18. They can be transmitted through surgical instruments, since ordinary sterilization procedures do not inactivate them. Once thought to be slow-acting viruses, they have been identified as the causative agents of Gerstmann-Straussler-Scheinker Syndrome, kuru, and Creutzfeld-Jakob Disease, though they are better known for causing encephalopathies in certain animals. For 10 points, identify these pathogens, proteins that alter the configuration of normal proteins and cause such diseases as scrapie and Mad Cow Disease.

ANSWER: Prions
BONUS. Name these groundbreaking American authors of detective fiction, for 10 points each:

[10] This 19th century poet and short-story writer is widely credited as the originator of the whodunit, with his short stories involving the French detective C. Auguste Dupin (og-OOST doo-PAHN).

ANSWER: Edgar Allen Poe

[10] This novelist and author of The Thin Man took detective fiction out of the drawing room and into the streets, popularizing the “hardboiled” subgenre with 1930’s The Maltese Falcon.

ANSWER: Dashiell Hammett
[10] This other 20th century author introduced the simile- and metaphor-laden narration of detective fiction, with turns of phrase such as “He looked about as inconspicuous as a tarantula on a slice of angel food,” found throughout his novels centered on detective Philip Marlowe.

ANSWER: Raymond Chandler

Tossup 19. One part of it is best described as fabliau [fab-lee-O], contrasting starkly in its ribald, vulgar satire against the courtly love exemplified by another part. In fact, the entire collection consists of twenty-five parts in all, with a retraction by the author asking for absolution for his sins at the tail end of the work. For 10 points, the Man of Law, the Manciple, and the Canon’s Yeoman appear in what Middle English masterwork of Geoffrey Chaucer?
ANSWER: The Canterbury Tales
BONUS. All sorts of inanimate objects are important in Norse mythology. Name some of them for 10 points each:

[10] No inanimate mythological bonus would be complete without asking for this hammer made for Thor by Brok and Sindri. He uses it to kill giants.

ANSWER: Mjolnir
[10] This giant ash tree is topped by Alfheim, Vanaheim, and Asgard, while its roots reach down to Hel, Muspelheim, and Niflheim. Ratatosk the squirrel scampers up and down it.

ANSWER: Yggdrasil
[10] This rainbow bridge from Midgard to Asgard is guarded by Heimdall against incursion by the Frost Giants. Of course, it’s destroyed during Ragnarok.

ANSWER: Bifrost Bridge

Tossup 20. This colony was granted to its proprietor by his friend Charles I, after said proprietor was forced to resign from the King’s Privy Council due to his conversion to Catholicism. He died before the charter was finalized, but his son Cecilius Calvert took over and aimed to make the colony a refuge for Catholics. He sent two ships—the Ark and the Dove—which founded a town to the north of Chesapeake Bay. For 10 points, name this one of the thirteen original colonies, founded by the Lord Baltimore.
ANSWER: Maryland
BONUS. Beethoven wrote a lot of piano sonatas, so it saves time and energy to remember that the good ones are the ones with nicknames, such as the following, for 10 points each:

[10] By far his most famous is this sonata, long imagined to depict a night at Lake Lucerne.

ANSWER: The Moonlight Sonata or No. 14 in C sharp minor

[10] This numerical successor to the Moonlight Sonata shares its nickname with its composer’s 6th Symphony.

ANSWER: The Pastoral Sonata or No. 15 in D major (obviously, do not accept just No. 15)

[10] This sonata of Beethoven’s Middle Period was nicknamed by an editor who thought it was the most powerful expression of emotion by any piano piece ever written.

ANSWER: The Appassionata Sonata or No. 23 in F minor

Tossup 21. It was used as a solution to the problem of universals and elaborated to an extent in the dialogue Meno. Central to it is the belief that the material world as we understand it is not the real world, but just a shadow of it. For 10 points, identify this Platonic theory which suggests that things we see are representations of a set of archetypes that live in some kind of “Platonic heaven.”
ANSWER: Theory of Forms
BONUS. Name a wife of Henry VIII from a description for 10 points each:
[10] This wife, fifth in succession, shares her first name with his first wife.

ANSWER: Catherine Howard
[10] Henry’s sixth cousin twice removed, this third wife served as lady-in-waiting to both Catherine of Aragon and Anne Boleyn.
ANSWER: Jane Seymour
[10] Now that I’ve mentioned Anne of Cleves, this is the only wife that has not been mentioned, Henry’s last.

ANSWER: Catherine Parr
Tossup 22. According to Noether’s theoreom, this quantity’s conservation is a product of rotational invariance of spacetime. It was the first quantity Planck proposed to be quantized, in units of ħ [“h bar”] in its orbital and ħ/2 in its spin varieties, resulting in the formulation of its namesake quantum numbers l and ms. Kepler’s second law of planetary motion is, for 10 points, a function of the conservation of what physical quantity, the cross product of a body’s position and its linear momentum?

ANSWER: angular momentum
BONUS. English literature doesn’t all come from England; hence, the Booker Prize. Answer these questions about Canada’s three Booker Prize winners for 10 points each:

[10] Canada’s first winner was a 1992 book by Sri-Lankan immigrant Michael Ondaatje (on-DAHT-chey) about a burn victim being cared for in the waning days of World War II. It was made into a 1996 Oscar winner for Best Picture, starring Ralph Fiennes.

ANSWER: The English Patient

[10] Canada’s second win came in 2000 for The Blind Assassin, by this author who gained international acclaim for The Handmaid’s Tale.

ANSWER: Margaret Atwood

[10] Canada’s most recent win came just two years later for one of the only book Prize winners that anyone present is likely to have read, Yann Martel’s touching story of a boy adrift on a lifeboat with a tiger.

ANSWER: The Life of Pi
