Related Tossup/Bonus Phase
Tossup 1. The son of Everes and the nymph Chariclo, this man served as an advisor to Cadmus. When Odysseus encounters him in the underworld, this man advises him not to kill any of the cattle of Helios. He underwent a transformation into a woman as a result of striking some snakes sacred to Hera, and Oedipus asks this man to help discover who killed Laius in Oedipus Rex. For 10 points, identify this Greek seer who may have been blinded after stumbling onto a bathing Athena, and who may have obtained the gift of prophecy after snakes licked his ears.

ANSWER: Tiresias
BONUS. One book by this philosopher talks about a prison called the panopticon, and another traces the history of mental illness. For 10 points each.

[10] Who is this author of Discipline and Punish and Madness and Civilization?

ANSWER: Michel Foucault

[10] Foucault is famous for coining this term, which is a so-called technology used by governments to subjugate entire populations. It was also used in this context by Hardt and Negri in Empire.

ANSWER: Biopower
Tossup 2. Born in Youngstown, OH in 1983, this man received a surprisingly high 101st overall pick in the 2005 NFL draft from the Denver Broncos, but was released shortly after signing an unusual contract due to confrontations with coaches. After multiple brushes with the law, including armed robbery, carrying a concealed weapon, and famously filing a false police report, he is not in prison under a seven-year sentence. For 10 points, name this former Ohio State star running back of the 2001-2002 season. 

ANSWER: Maurice Clarett
BONUS. Answer some questions about recently released first-person shooters, for 10 points each.

[10] This Playstation 3 game pits you against the Chimera, which are humans mutated by a virus. It takes place in an alternate future in which the Spanish-American War did not occur.

ANSWER: Resistance: Fall of Man

[10] This newly released PC game features another alternate history in which the Soviet Union attempted to create a human hive mind known as the C-Consciousness, as well as developing other psychokinetic powers. You play as a mysterious figure named “The Marked One”.

ANSWER: S.T.A.L.K.E.R.: Shadow of Chernobyl

Tossup 3. Born in 161 AD at Lanuvium, near Rome, this man’s rise to being sole Emperor is generally cited as the end of the Pax Romana, and the beginning of the slow decline of the Roman Empire. During his reign he renamed Rome, the Senate, the Legions, and all 12 months after himself, and compared himself to Hercules to the point of dressing in lion skins and fighting as a gladiator in the arena on many occasions. For 10 points, name this Roman Emperor, portrayed by Joaquin Phoenix in Gladiator. 

ANSWER: Marcus Aurelius Commodus Antoninus [do not accept or prompt on Marcus Aurelius]
BONUS. Answer some questions about the Soviet war in Afghanistan, FTSNOP:

[5 each] For 5 points each, give the years when the conflict started and ended.

ANSWER: 1979 and 1989
[10] This man was the Soviet leader when the conflict began. The decision to intervene was taken not by the Politburo but by his inner circle.

ANSWER: Leonid Brezhnev
Tossup 4. One class of them are derivatives of phenylurea, but they are more commonly derived from isopentyl adenine. They were originally discovered in coconut milk by Johannes van Overbeek, and common naturally occurring ones include kinetin and zeatin. They are synthesized in root meristematic tissue, and they promote cell differentiation in concert with auxin. For 10 points, what is this class of plant hormone, one type of which is sprayed onto cut flowers to keep them healthy?

ANSWER: Cytokinins

BONUS. Answer some questions about cyclic organic compounds, for 10 points each.

[10] This cyclic compound, formula C6H6, is cyclohexane with three double bonds. Its structure came to Kekule in a dream

ANSWER: Benzene or 1,3,5-cyclohexatriene
[10] This bicyclic compound is a benzene ring fused to a pyrrole. Its present in the side chain of tryptophan, and when combined with acetic acid forms the most common type of auxin.

ANSWER: Indole

Tossup 5. Thomas Wyatt was one of the first to use it in English, and wrote one possibly dedicated to Anne Boleyn which contains the line “Noli me tangere, for Caesar’s I am.” Enda St. Vincent Millay wrote one that begins “Love is not all,” while one of Wilfred Owen’s is titled “Anthem for Doomed Youth.” John Milton used this poetic form in a poem sometimes known as “On His Blindness,” while Edgar Allan Poe composed one of these “to Science,” and John Donne is famous for his sequence of “Holy” ones. For 10 points, identify this poetic form, most famously used by William Shakespeare in such poems as the one beginning, “Shall I compare thee to a summer’s day?”
ANSWER: sonnet
BONUS. Among this man’s poems is a Canto to Stalingrad and a Salute to Battista, but he is better known for a collection which contains The Heights of Macchu Picchu. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this Chilean poet, better known for his Canto General.

ANSWER: Pablo Neruda or Ricardo Eliecer Neftali Reyes Basoalto

[10] This collection, published in 1924, remains Neruda’s best-known and contains such works as “Here I Love You” and “Leaning into the Afternoons.”
ANSWER: Twenty Love Poems and a Song of Despair or Veinte poemas de amor y una cancion desperada
Tossup 6. This concept was famously refined by Elliot Aronson, a student of the man who first proposed it. The man who formulated this term performed a famous experiment with Carlsmith in which participants were asked to justify the performance of meaningless tasks. Previously, this concept’s formulator had studied the predictions of cults, which was the basis for the book When Prophecy Fails, in which this idea was introduced. For 10 points, identify this term coined by Leon Festinger, which refers to the tension arising from attempting to simultaneously hold conflicting beliefs.

ANSWER: cognitive dissonance
BONUS. Identify the following political economists, for 10 points each.

[10] This Scottish economist wrote about the “diamond-water paradox” in his Wealth of Nations, while an 1817 work of his explains his theory of comparative advantage.

ANSWER: Adam Smith
[10] This economist wrote about the poor laws of Pliny the Younger and the exponential growth of population in his Essay on the Principle of Population.

ANSWER: Thomas Robert Malthus
Tossup 7. A series of sculptures by Giambologna are situated in a set of gardens built for Eleonora di Toledo in this city. Those gardens abut a palace that was notably decorated by Pietro da Cortona. One structure in this city features a frieze created partly by the goldsmith Michelozzo known as the “Singing Gallery,” the other creator of which also sculpted figures of Habbakuk and Jeremiah for the campanile of this city’s cathedral, the Santa Maria del Fiore. The baptistery next to that cathedral had its doors created in a contest between Ghiberti and Brunelleschi, who also created its duomo. For 10 points, name this Italian city, also home to the Bargello and Uffizi galleries.

ANSWER: Florence or Firenze
BONUS. Name these works by George Frideric Handel, for 10 points each.

[10] This oratorio was first performed on Easter but is now performed regularly before Christmas since it chronicles the life and times of Jesus. It takes heavily from the book of Isaiah, since this book predicts the coming of Jesus.

ANSWER: Messiah

[10] This collection of three suites, famous for its “Hornpipe” movement, was premiered during a boating party on the River Thames.

ANSWER: Water Music or Wassermusik 

Tossup 8. During his early years, he was held as a hostage at Sumpu, and later he would move his headquarters to that town. Together with the man to whom he had sworn fealty he obtained the submission of the Hojo clan, but did not participate in his master’s disastrous Korean expeditions. He won a crucial victory over Ishida Mitsunari at Sekigahara, and after the death of Toyetomi Hideoshi he became the first man to fully unify Japan, giving his name to the final of three major shogunates. For 10 points, identify this last great Japanese warlord.

ANSWER: Tokugawa Ieyasu

BONUS. Name the following about ancient medicine, for 10 points each:

[10] This man is often regarded as the “Father of Medicine.” Little is actually known about him, he is credited with improving clinical medicine, and making it a separate field.

ANSWER: Hippocrates of Cos II 

[10] Often confused with the Caduceus of Mercury, this symbol, a staff entwined by a single serpent, is part of the symbol of the WHO, and American Medical Association.

ANSWER: Rod of Asclepius or Staff of Asclepius
Category Quiz Tossups
Tossup 9. This collection is divided into several sections, among which are “Scenes from Provincial Life” and “Philosophical Studies.” The title character of one of its constituent works, Colonel Chabert, is a military officer wounded at Eylau, while in another work, the main character discovers a magical object in an antique store. In addition to “The Wild Ass’s Skin,” this collection also includes “Eugenie Grandet,” “Cousin Bette,” and “Pere Goriot.” For 10 points, identify this series of novels sometimes tied together by the presence of Eugene Rastignac, written by Honore de Balzac.
ANSWER: the Human Comedy or La Comedie Humaine
Tossup 10. This person’s backing group was initially dubbed “the Tennessee Two” by Sam Phillips and consisted of Luther Perkins and Marshall Grant. Following initial success that peaked with “Ballad of a Teenage Queen,” this artist mounted a comeback with “Understand Your Man” and then another with the American series of albums produced by Rick Rubin. This singer brought to life a character created by Shel Silverstein on 1969’s at San Quentin with “A Boy Named Sue.” For 10 points, name this musician best known for “Folsom Prison Blues,” “Man in Black,” “I Walk the Line,” and “Ring of Fire.”
ANSWER: Johnny Cash
Tossup 11. For fractals, the capacity and correlation varieties of this quantity may have non-integral values, while the topological variety of this quantity is sometimes known as the “Lebesgue covering” type and can be defined in terms of refinements of open covers. For vector spaces, it is equivalent to the number of elements in the basis, while for a matrix that corresponds to a linear map it is equivalent to the rank. For 10 points, identify this mathematical measure of how “big” a space is, and of which spatial ones we normally perceive three.

ANSWER: dimension
Tossup 12. This nation’s leader has recently made a public statement in favor of denying entry to this country to all those who test HIV-positive. In 2005, John Stanhope published a copy of the Federal Anti-Terrorism bill being debated in this country, in which Peter Costello declined to challenge the current leader of this country’s Liberal Party. The ACT Civil Unions Act was blocked by the Prime Minister in this country in 2005, and again in February of this year. For 10 points, identify this English-speaking nation in the Southern hemisphere, currently led by John Howard.
ANSWER: Australia
Tossup 13. In the background of this painting, a rowboat can be seen relatively near a woman in a white dress bent toward the ground. In the foreground, one man wearing a tassel and holding a cane in his left hand is engaged in conversation with another man, but this painting’s most distinctive character was based the model Victorine Meurent who is depicted nude with a basket of fruit spilled in front of her. For 10 points, identify this Impressionist painting by Edouard Manet that depicts the title meal.
ANSWER: The Luncheon on the Grass or Le déjeuner sur l’herbe
Tossup 14. Among the practices mandated by this religion are the observances of the “five k’s,” which includes the carrying of the ceremonial dagger, or “kirpan.” All those who are initiated into this faith are known as “pure,” or “khalsa,” whereupon women are given the surname “Kaur,” and men the surnamen “Singh.” This religion’s main text was collected by the guru Arjun and is known as the Guru Granth Sahib, or the Adi Granth. With a sacred site known as the Golden Temple located in Amritsar, for 10 points, identify this monotheistic faith that arose in India from the teachings of the Guru Nanak.
ANSWER: Sikhism
Category Quiz Bonuses:

Arts: This man’s time spent in the court of Francis I of France provided the material for a dramatic monologue by Robert Browning, and he painted his wife Lucrezia into his most famous work. For 15 points, identify this Italian painter of the “Madonna of the Harpies.”
ANSWER: Andrea d’Agnolo or Andrea del Sarto
Current Events: He negotiated an exclusive pipeline between his nation and Germany with Gerhard Schroeder and supported Viktor Yanukovych in the 2004 elections in neighboring Urkaine. For 15 points, identify this man who has pledged to step down in 2009 after nine years as president.
ANSWER: Vladimir Vladimirovich Putin
Geography: Littered with hundreds of abandoned sodium nitrate mines, this desert averages just a millimeter of precipitation per year, making it the world’s driest. For 15 points name this desert near the pacific caused by the Andes’ rain shadow. 

ANSWER: the Atacama desert

History:  This man fought against Emperor Maximilian and later defeated Madero in what many say was a fraudulent election. For 15 points, name this longtime Mexican dictator, in power from 1876 to 1911.
ANSWER:  José de la Cruz Porfirio Díaz Mory
Literature: The title event takes place after two men avenge their sister Angela, having waited for a while in Clothilda Armenta’s milk shop. For 15 points, Santiago Nasar’s death occurs despite the Vicario brothers publicly announcing their murderous intents in which Gabriel Garcia Marquez novel?

ANSWER: Chronicle of a Death Foretold [or Cronica de una muerte anunciada]
Math Calculation: For 15 points, give, in any order, all of the unique coefficients of the binomial expansion of “x plus y” to the 5th power. You have 15 seconds.

ANSWER: 1, 5, and 10 [accept the numbers in any order, but if they do not give all three of those numbers and only those three numbers, then rule the answer wrong without prompting or giving any hints to the other team about which numbers were right]
Popular Culture: The fourth installment of this game revised the problems of the third, in which spearmen could routinely destroy tanks, while the second introduced the concept of environmental improvements. For 15 points, identify this series of games created by Sid Meier, which allows you to guide the titular entity from the stone age to the space age.

ANSWER: Civilization
Science: These structures can give rise to transform varieties, which occur in mid-oceaning ridges during seafloor spreading, and they consist of tectonic plates moving flatly across each other. For 15 points, identify these types of faults, of which the most famous American example is probably the San Andreas.
ANSWER: strike-slip faults
Stretch Phase

Tossup 15. The background of the event was a plot by the house of Guise to assasinate Gaspard II de Coligny, whom they blamed for the murder of Francois de Guise in 1563. Following the failed assasination of Coligny, Catherine de Medici met secretly with a group of nobles at the Tuileries Palace and plotted the extermination of all members of the group whose members included Henry of Navarre. For 10 points, name this massacre of French Huguenots that began on August 24th, named for the Saint on whose festival it occured.

ANSWER: St. Bartholomew’s Day Massacre
BONUS. The University of Amsterdam used “emotion recognition” software to analyze this painting’s subject’s emotions, and eighty-three percent of participants believed she was happy. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this painting whose female subject has been purported to be a depiction of Francesco del Giocondo or Lisa Gherardini.
ANSWER: Mona Lisa
[10] Some believe there is a resemblance between the Mona Lisa and this artist’s St. John the Baptist. Not all that surprising, since that same painter painted the Mona Lisa.

ANSWER: Leonardo di ser Piero da Vinci
[10] L.H.O.O.Q. is a parody of the Mona Lisa, painted by this French Dadaist who also painted Nude Descending a Staircase, No. 2.

ANSWER: Marcel Duchamps

Tossup 16. A modified version of it takes heteroatom interactions into account by adding an activity coefficient and fugacity coefficient, and the original version only holds when interactions between two liquids are the same as the bonding within the liquids, i.e. in an ideal solution. For 10 points, what is this chemical law, which states that the vapor pressure of a solution is equal to the sum of the vapor products of the components multiplied by their respective mole fractions?

ANSWER: Raoult’s Law

BONUS. Answer some questions about 19th century Germany, for 10 points each.

[10] This prime-minister of Prussia and later first Chancellor of the German Empire is famous for his “blood and iron” speech.

ANSWER: Otto von Bismarck
[10] Bismarck managed to goad Austria into fighting the Seven Weeks’ War by dorcing the question of the independence of these two formerly Danish provinces; name both.

ANSWER: Schleiswig and Holstein [do not prompt or comment on incomplete answers]
[10] Bismarck also fomented a war with France by forging this document, to make it appear as though the French ambassador, Benedetti, had been rudely treated by Willhelm I at a spa resort.

ANSWER: Ems dispatch
Tossup 17. Inspired by a Gervinus tract on “national literature,” this work makes repeated use of the Stollen, Stollen, Abgesang form and contains a mocking portrait of Eduard Hanslick. The rules governing the title characters’ craft are outlined by Kother in the third scene, but flouted by a piece that defeats Sixtus Beckmesser in a contest for the hand of Pogner’s daughter Eva. That piece is the prize song of Walther von Stolzing whose mentor Hans Sachs convinces him to join the titular guild in the end. For 10 points, name this opera by Wagner about a group of musicians.

ANSWER: Die Meistersinger von Nürnberg, opera, WWV 96 [accept any underlined part or The Mastersingers of Nuremberg]
BONUS. Answer some questions about the theory of relativity, for 10 points each.
[10] Einstein devised the special theory of relativity in part by assuming that this quantity must be the same in all reference frames.

ANSWER: speed of light or c
[10] In the general theory of relativity, this is the principle which states that an accelerating reference frame is indistinguishable from a gravitational field.
ANSWER: equivalence principle

[10] This effect, predicted by the general theory, states that massive objects will bend the path of light, resulting in structures such as Einstein rings. In short, massive objects will behave like optical elements.

ANSWER: gravitational lensing

Tossup 18. This author’s nonfiction works include his account of Islamic societies after the Iranian Revolution entitled Among the Believers. Jimmy Ahmed is the title figure of his novel about Peter Roche, Guerillas, while three short stories, “One Out of Many,” “Tell Me Who to Kill,” and the title story are collected in his In A Free State. More famously, he wrote of the problems of the merchant Saleem in the Congo entitled A Bend in the River, while a man with six fingers on one hand who dreams of owning a home is the subject of A House for Mr. Biswas. For 10 points, identify this Trinidadian author and recipient of the 2001 Nobel Prize in literature.
ANSWER: Vidiadhar Surajprasad Naipaul
BONUS. Answer some questions about mythological spears for 10 points each.

[10] This most famous of all the Irish heroes led the Red Branch and wielded the spear Gae Bulg, which sang for the blood of his enemies.

ANSWER: Cuchulain or Setanta
[10] Only the shavings of the spear of Achilles could heal Telephos, the most famous son of this Greek hero, who famously died from putting on a poison shirt given to him by Deianeira.

ANSWER: Herakles or Hercules
[10] A spear was used by Izanami and this husband of hers to stir the ocean and create the world in Japanese mythology.

ANSWER: Izanagi
Tossup 19. This team experienced several years of failure during the early 90s during which their roster featured players like Rodney McCray and Alex English. This team made it as far as the NBA semi-finals in 1988 before losing to the Lakers, and in 1985 this team drafted future Pacer Detlef Schrempf. Jason Kidd led the league in triple-doubles during the 1994-95 season as a member of this team, but recently, their successes have hinged on such players as Josh Howard and Marquis Daniels, and until his departure for the Suns, Steve Nash. For 10 points, identify this NBA team owned by Mark Cuban, whose most prominent player is probably Dirk Nowitzki and which is coached by Avery Johnson.

ANSWER: Dallas Mavericks [accept either or both names]
BONUS. He wrote of a great oak bound by a chain located at Lukomorye, but is better known for such poems as The Stone Guest and The Bronze Horseman. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this Russian poet, mortally wounded in 1837 in a duel with Georges d’Anthes.

ANSWER: Aleksandr Sergeyevich Pushkin
[10] This Pushkin verse novel is about a young aristocrat who loves Tantyana and duels with his friend Lensky.
ANSWER: Eugene Onegin or Yevgeniy Onegin
[10] This poetic drama, contained in Puskin’s collection Little Tragedies, was the inspiration for Peter Shaeffer’s Amadeus.
ANSWER: Mozart and Salieri
Tossup 20. These objects obey the Tully-Fisher mass-luminosity relationship, and the Lin-Shu hypothesis is that their distinctive features are density waves. They are characterized by three interweaving regions: the bulge, disk, and halo, and they occupy the two split branches of the Hubble tuning fork diagram. Their most distinctive features, their arms, contain young blue stars due to the high rate of star formation there and distinguish them from irregular and elliptical varities. For 10 points, identify these types of galaxies, one example of which is the Milky Way.

ANSWER: spiral galaxies

BONUS. Answer some questions about the work of William Faulkner, for 10 points each.
[10] This family is at the center of several Faulkner novels, particularly The Sound and the Fury. It includes Caddy, Quentin, and Benji.

ANSWER: Compson
[10] Quentin Compson listens intently to Rosa Coldfield’s story about Thomas Sutpen in this Faulkner novel.

ANSWER: Absalom! Absalom!
[10] Both of those novels are set in this fictional county created by Faulkner which is also the setting for As I Lay Dying and Light In August. 
ANSWER: Yoknapatawpha

Tossup 21. This man drew on the literary work of Friedrich Schiller for several of his operas, including Don Carlos and Luisa Miller. He also set Alexandre Dumas the Younger’s The Lady of the Camellias, and one of Victor Hugo’s Le Roi s’amuse, while Eugene Scribe wrote the libretto for his unsuccessful The Sicilian Vespers. The chorus “Va, pensiero,” appears in his opera Nabucco, though more famous is one about the title character, Manrico, and another written for the opening of an opera house in 1871, about an Ethiopian princess. For 10 points, identify this Italian composer of Il Trovatore, Rigoletto, and Aida.

ANSWER: Giuseppe Fortunino Francesco Verdi
BONUS. One example of it is the Belding’s ground squirrel howling to alert others to the presence of a predator. For 10 points each:

[10] What is this type of behavior that increases population fitness but decreases that of an individual?

ANSWER: Altruism

[10] This equation  states that if the benefit to the recipient multiplied by the coefficient of relatedness is greater than the cost to the individual, altruism will occur. Haldane joked that according to it, one would die for two brothers or eight cousins.

ANSWER: Hamilton’s Rule or Equation or Inequality

[10] Kin selection can be seen as a manifestation of the “selfish gene”, a term coined by this author.

ANSWER: Richard Dawkins
Tossup 22. Many soliders here volunteered following the earlier massacre at the Raisin River. This battle took place near Moraviantown after Henry Procter retreated from Detroit following a loss at the Battle of Lake Erie. Future vice-president Richard Mentor Johnson supposedly killed Tecumseh at this 1814 battle, which saw American forces consolidate their control on the Northwest theatre following the victory of William Henry Harrison. For 10 points, identify this battle fought in Ontario on its namesake waterway, which shares its name with a more famous English river.

ANSWER: Battle of the Thames
BONUS. A close ally of Pericles, he supervised the creators of the Elgin Marbles. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this eventually banished sculptor of the Athena Promachos and Lemnian Athena.

ANSWER: Phidias
[10] Extant in a Roman copy known as the Varakion, Phidias’ best-known Athena was a gold-and-ivory statue built and named for this building.

ANSWER: the Parthenon
[10] Probably Phidias’ last work was this Wonder of the Ancient World completed for the Eleans.

ANSWER: the Olympian Zeus [or Statue of Zeus at Olympus; accept obvious equivalents]
