Related Tossup/Bonus Phase
Tossup 1. This man developed the methodological approach of the “ideal type,” which he used to describe the process of “routinization of charisma” and the development of bureaucracy in his book On Law in Economy and Society. Another major work advanced the hypothesis that individuals wishing to show their membership in the “state of grace” made an unceasing commitment to wordly occupations. For 10 points, name this sociologist who thus explained the side-by-side growth of Calvinism and modern economic structures in The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism.
ANSWER: Max Weber
BONUS. Relying on the Establishment Clause, this case arose from the New York public school practice of reading from the Bible every morning. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 1962 ruling which invalidated teacher-led school prayer.

ANSWER: Engel v. Vitale [accept Vitale v. Engel]

[10] The majority opinion in Engel v. Vitale was written by this former senator from Alabama and KKK member, known as a First Amendment literalist.

ANSWER: Hugo La Fayette Black

Tossup 2. Two years after the end of this war, a rebellion led by the pretender Lambert Simnel broke out. One side of this war suffered an early defeat at Ludford Bridge before resurging at Mortimer’s Cross and Tewkesbury. Breaking out due to the rivalry of Margaret of Anjou and Richard Neville, the earl of Warwick, over the regency for Henry VI, this conflict began at the Battle of St. Albans and ended with the Tudors taking the throne. For 10 points, name this fifteenth century clash between Lancastrians and Yorkists, decided at the Battle of Bosworth Field.
ANSWER: the Wars of the Roses

BONUS. He presided over the “massacres” of the Alamo and Goliad and later was the losing commander at Buena Vista and Cerro Gordo. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this colorful one-legged general and several-time dictator of Mexico.
ANSWER: Antonio López de Santa Anna
[10] Sam Houston’s army defeated Santa Anna at this decisive April 1836 battle, thus securing Texan independence.

ANSWER: Battle of San Jacinto
Tossup 3. A pulse probe making use of this effect is often used instead of a simple stethoscope to measure the heartbeat of premature infants. It has a relativistic analogue which can be calculated as the relativistic beta plus one, and is exhibited in the color of faraway galaxies, which provides evidence for the expansion of the universe. For 10 points, name this change in the intervals between waves when the wave source is in motion, responsible for blueshift, redshift, and the characteristic sound of sirens on moving cars.
ANSWER:  the Doppler effect/shift
BONUS. It moves deoxygenated blood from several other organs into the liver, where the sinusoids then transmit cleaned blood to the hepatic veins. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this blood vessel, which is the endpoint of the pyloric, lienal, cystic, and superior mesenteric veins.

ANSWER: the portal vein [prompt on partial answer]

[10] Also sending its blood to the portal vein is this organ, composed of red and white pulp, which performs lymphatic filtering functions and destroys old red blood cells.
ANSWER: the spleen
Tossup 4. The fifth one borrows phrasing from the hymn “Christ is Risen” and from the composer’s earlier Manfred, while the second is built around a song called “the Crane.” There are seven in all, the last written at the same time as the composer’s opera Yevgeny Onegin. The third is known as the “Polish,” while the first is “Winter Daydreams,” the second is the “Little Russian” and the sixth is the “Pathétique.” For 10 points, name this group of long orchestral works composed by the man who also created the “1812 Overture.”
ANSWER: symphonies by Pyotr Ilyich Tchaikovsky [accept obvious equivalents; prompt on answers like “works of Tchaikovsky”]

BONUS. Name these Giacomo Puccini operas, for 10 points each.

[10] Sharpless cannot tell Cio Cio San that Pinkerton will be leaving her for good in this opera, which takes place in Japan.

ANSWER: Madame Butterfly [or Madama Butterfly; do not accept M. Butterfly]

[10] Mario, Scarpia, and the title singer all meet their end in this opera set during the Napoleonic battle of Marengo.

ANSWER: Tosca

Tossup 5. One novel written by a native of this country follows Bim and Tara’s attempt to take care of their mentally disabled brother, while a play from this country follows a secret and forgotten marriage between a king and a nymph’s daughter which is revealed after the ring shows up fifteen years later. A contemporary novelist from this country has written such works as Two Lives, An Equal Music, and A Suitable Boy. For 10 points, name this setting of the play Recognition of Shakuntala, a country whose national epic is the Mahabharata.
ANSWER: India
BONUS. The oldest examples include The Castle of Perseverance and The Condemnation of Banquets. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this genre of medieval vernacular literature, complementing the mystery play and miracle play and showing a hero confronting temptation.
ANSWER: morality plays
[10] In this Dutch-derived morality play, the title character is given a chance to take companions to the afterlife by Death, but is rejected by Fellowship, Kindred, and Goods until Good-Deeds accepts the offer.
ANSWER: Everyman
Tossup 6. A 2004 victory for the Bears over the Buccaneers was only the second time that this play has ended an NFL overtime game. In the NFL, the kickoff following this event is the only free kick that a team may elect to replace with a punt. A rare variant on this event exists only at the NCAA level and can occur when a field goal or PAT attempt does not leave the field of play and is recovered by the defending team. For 10 points, name this occasionally-seen method of scoring two points in a football game by downing an opponent who has both “impetus” and the ball in his own end zone.
ANSWER: a safety
BONUS. Since only about four people bought the Playstation 3, name these Playstation 2 exclusive games, for 10 points each.

[10] This sequel follows the further adventures of the now-deified Kratos, who has to face off against such opponents as Atlas and Zeus.
ANSWER: God of War 2 [do not accept or prompt on God of War]

[10] Jasper is mistaken for Desert Claw in this pirate-themed RPG-ish game, whose title reflects its interplanetary setting.
ANSWER: Rogue Galaxy
Tossup 7. Every day of following the rules during this observance entitles the practitioner to a day with an houri in heaven; chief among those rules is the sawm. It is immediately followed by  an opportunity to visit the graves of relatives and wear new clothing during the first three days of Shawwal, known as Id al-Fitr. Beginning with the sighting of the new moon by the naked eye, it is the ninth month on a certain lunar calendar. For 10 points, name this observance involving dawn-to-dusk fasting by Muslims.

ANSWER: Ramadan
BONUS. This son of Smyrna was killed by a boar. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this legendarily attractive dude from Greek myth, who spent half the year in the underworld.

ANSWER: Adonis
[10] Shortly after his birth, Adonis was put in a chest and given by Aphrodite to this goddess for safekeeping. She likewise spent a defined portion of the year in the underworld.

ANSWER: Persephone (per SEHF uh nee) [do not accept Proserpine]

Tossup 8. Descended from the backers of the Ohio Idea, supporters of this cause nominated Peter Cooper for president. Forming around a plan for recuperating from the Panic of 1873, their goals were dealt a blow by the passage of the Resumption Act, and the party of this name eventually fell apart following Benjamin Butler’s poor showing in the 1880 election. Four years earlier, they had joined with the Labor Party to nominate James B. Weaver. For 10 points, name this precursor of the Populist movement which advocated inflation via the printing of cheap paper money. 
ANSWER: Greenback party/movement [accept Greenback-Labor]
BONUS. Ian Hamilton’s Mediterranean Expeditionary Force was slaughtered here during an attempt to seize the Dardanelles. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this town on the European side of Turkey, the site of a momentous World War I battle.

ANSWER: Gallipoli [or Gelibolu; or Callipolis]

[10] This six-division army, commanded by John Monash and drawn from the Southern Hemisphere nations for which it is named, was decimated at Gallipoli in an event now commemorated by a namesake April 25 holiday.

ANSWER: ANZAC [or the Australian and New Zealand Army Corps]

Category Quiz Tossups
Tossup 9. This group agreed to the Treaty of Margus, which gave them a stipend from the Eastern Roman Empire after they arose by conquering the Alani and Ostrogoths. The death of their leader Rua instigated a power struggle between two brothers, Bleda and the man who lost at the Battle of the Catalaunian Plains before being talked out of sacking Rome by Pope Leo I. For 10 points, name this Central Asian-derived tribe which swept through Europe in the fourth and fifth centuries under Atilla.
ANSWER: Huns
Tossup 10. One of his paintings of contemporary political events includes a horse turning away from the viewer at the lower right below several vertical pikes at the upper right. This painter shows the fabulist with curly gray hair and a simple brown robe in his Aesop and a Cupid holding a mirror to the title goddess in the Rokeby Venus. His portrait of Pope Innocent X was the model for Francis Bacon’s reinterpretation, while he also showed two dwarves entertaining the infanta with a self-portrait executing the painting at the left. For 10 points, name this painter of The Surrender at Breda and Las Meninas.
ANSWER: Diego Rodríguez de Silva Velázquez
Tossup 11. Some examples of these objects went missing when Thiazi kidnapped the wife of Bragi, Idunn, who kept them for the Norse gods, while others were made by Melanion to distract Atalanta from winning a race. Eris threw one into the wedding of Peleus and Thetis with the inscription “to the fairest” on it, and Arthurian Avalon was known as the island of these. For 10 points, name these mythological objects also retrieved from the watchmanship of Ladon by Heracles, who stole them from the garden of the Hesperides.
ANSWER: golden apples
Tossup 12. This author ventured into drama with such works as The Princess Marries the Page and The Lamp and the Bell, but achieved greater success as a poet, shooting to fame at age twenty-five with a poem beginning “All I could see from where I stood/Was three long mountains and a wood.” She later wrote such volumes as Wine From these Grapes and There Are No Islands Any More. For 10 points, name this author of Renascence and A Few Figs From Thistles, which contains the line “my candle burns at both ends.”

ANSWER: Edna St. Vincent Millay
Tossup 13. A wind layer found in this portion of the atmosphere reverses direction in thirteen-month cycles and is known as the Krakatoa winds. Bouyant forces here act to discourage vertical motion, which causes the layered, horizontal arrangement of its namesake type of cloud. For 10 points, name this atmospheric layer spanning from four to eleven miles above the surface of the Earth, below the mesosphere and above the troposphere.

ANSWER: the stratosphere

Tossup 14. In this state’s 2006 gubernatorial election, a combined eleven percent of the vote went to independent candidate Andrew Halcro and to Don Wright, who advocates this state’s secession from the U.S. Democrat Tony Knowles lost to Republican Sarah Palin at the top of the returns, while another Republican from here is Don Young, its only member of the U.S. House. For 10 points, name this state once represented in the Senate by current presidential candidate Mike Gravel and now sending to Washington both Lisa Murkowski and Ted Stevens of “series of tubes” fame.
ANSWER: Alaska
Category Quiz Bonuses:
Arts: The composer of the Serenata alla spagnola, this man’s last opera was completed by Glazunov and Rimsky-Korsakov. For 15 points, name this onetime chemist who composed In the Steppes of Central Asia and started Prince Igor.
ANSWER: Aleksandr Porfiryevich Borodin
Current Events: He rose to prominence by denouncing 2005 rioters as “rabble” while serving as interior minister in the UMP government. For 15 points, name this French presidential candidate, now in a runoff against Socialist nominee Segelene Royal.
ANSWER: Nicolas Sarkozy
Geography: Situated directly across the banks of the Red River from Bossier City, it is the seat of Caddo parish. For 15 points, name this third-largest Lousiana city and center of the industrial zone spanning the Louisiana-Arkansas-Texas border.
ANSWER: Shreveport
History: Withdrawn in 1966, this list was maintained by the Sacred Congregation of the Roman Inquisition from the sixteenth century forward. For 15 points, name this record of publications disallowed for reading by Catholics due to heretical or immoral content.
ANSWER: the Index of Forbidden Books [or the Index Librorum Prohibitorum; prompt on the Index]
Literature: He described the building of the Mafra by slaves and a “flying machine powered by human will” in Memoirs of the Convent. For 15 points, name this Portuguese author of Blindness and The Year of the Death of Ricardo Reis.

ANSWER: José Saramago

Math Calculation: For 15 points, simplify the following expression to an expression that uses only a trigonometric operator and a variable: the cotangent squared of x, (PAUSE), plus 1, all divided by the secant of the function “one-half pi minus x.” You have 15 seconds.
ANSWER: cosecant of x
Popular Culture: Two stars of this show, Oscar Nuñez and Octavia Spencer, are moonlighting from roles as Oscar on The Office and Constance on Ugly Betty. For 15 points, name this Comedy Central original series in which corrections officer Kenny Carlisle oversees five recent parolees living under one roof.
ANSWER: Halfway Home
Science: This relationship explains why the vaporization curves for most liquids have similar shapes. For 15 points, identify this equation which allows one to calculate the vapor pressure at a desired temperature from the enthalpy of vaporization and the vapor pressure at any other temperature.
ANSWER: the Clausius-Clapeyron equation
Stretch phase:
Tossup 15. Her father possessed a magic seashell that could grow into the world’s fastest boat, while her mother was killed by Kaulu. She was exiled from her birthplace on Honuamea because of her temper, and her many abortive attempts to dig the foundations of a house elsewhere are thought to be the origin of dormant craters. For 10 points, name this goddess credited with forming Mount Kilaeua at the start of her residence on Hawaii and with causing volcanic eruptions in Polynesian mythology.

ANSWER: Pele
BONUS. Wallace Thurman’s Harlem Renaissance classic The Blacker the Berry is pretty cool, but is not the subject of this bonus. For 10 points each:

[10] What author of On a Darkling Plain and The Spectator Bird shot to fame with his 1971 novel Angle of Repose?

ANSWER: Wallace Earle Stegner
[10] What Wallace Stevens poem invokes “the dresser of deal” and “the roller of big cigars” and twice concludes that the titular monarch of a dairy product is the only true sovereign?

ANSWER: “The Emperor of Ice Cream”

[10] What Lew Wallace novel features a Jewish man betrayed by Messala, forced to work as a galley slave, and adopted by Quintus Arrius before witnessing the crucifixion of Christ and building the Roman catacombs?

ANSWER: Ben-Hur: A Tale of the Christ
Tossup 16. This period ended with the rise of the Xios in the west. Consolidation of royal power during this time occurred under the rule of Sesotris III, though this era began under the reigns of Intef and Mentuhotep. Lasting from 2040 to 1650 BCE, it covered the eleventh, twelfth, and thirteenth dynasties and was ended by the arrival of the Hyksos. For 10 points, name this Egyptian era bookended by the First and Second Intermediate Periods and marking the next consolidation of pharaohic power after the Old Kingdom.

ANSWER: the Middle Kingdom [accept Thirteenth Dynasty before “Sesotris” is read]

BONUS. Identify the following about “third laws,” for 10 points each.

[10] The last of this astronomer’s three namesake laws for the rotation of the moon states that the moon’s orbit has an ascending node that coincides with the descending node of the lunar equator.

ANSWER: Gian Domenico Cassini
[10] The third law of thermodynamics says that no finite process can bring a body to this state.

ANSWER: absolute zero temperature [or zero point energy, or zero entropy]

[10] This man’s third law relates the square of the orbital period of a rotating body to the cube of the semimajor axis of the body’s orbit.

ANSWER: Johannes Kepler

Tossup 17. In one appearance, he is given a napkin to store in his wallet by his father, whom he sarcastically addresses as “Dr. Love.” Posters reading “Freak” and “Dark Harvest” are visible on the wall of his bedroom is a scene where he admonishes his father for failing to knock before entering and is told to “get his buns downstairs.” For 10 points, what anthropomorphized character whines “stop treating me like I’m on the kids’ menu” after being berated for “selling himself for a buck” in a series of Burger King ads?

ANSWER: the Whopper Jr. [do not accept or prompt on Whopper]
BONUS. Louis Durey and Germaine Tailleferre were members of this group, whose name was coined by Henri Collet. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this group of French composers who represented a modern break from the music of Wagner and Debussy and worked together to create the ballet The Wedding on the Eiffel Tower.

ANSWER: Les Six [or The Six]

[10] The primary mentor of Les Six was this composer of The Mass of the Poor, Three Gymopedies and Three Pear-Shaped Pieces.

ANSWER: Erik Alfred Leslie Satie

[10] This member of Les Six composed such operas as The Poor Sailor and Christopher Columbus, though his major works are in other genres, such as the ballet The Nothing-Doing Bar and the thematic depiction of African myths, The Creation of the World.

ANSWER: Darius Milhaud

Tossup 18. One type of this phenomenon causes objects to appear on the Petzval surface and is caused by the presence of an object on a plane perpendicular to the optical axis. Caused by the nonzero size and asymmetrical shape of points in non-ideal images, this phenomenon’s types include field curvature, coma, astigmatism, and distortion. For 10 points, chromatic and spherical varieties also exist for what blurring of objects as a result of deviation of light in a lens, a common problem in photography and telescopy?

ANSWER: aberration

BONUS. Name these Aeschylus plays, for 10 points each.

[10] The title character returns from Troy with Cassandra as a concubine and is murdered by his wife Clytemnestra and her lover Aegisthus in this first part of the Orestia trilogy.

ANSWER: Agamemnon
[10] Polynices forms an army to retake the throne from Eteocles following the death of Oedipus in this play.

ANSWER: Seven Against Thebes [or Hepta epi Thebas]

[10] Orestes, Pylades, and Electra conspire to kill the murderers of Agamemnon out of revenge in this middle play of the Orestia.

ANSWER: The Libation Bearers [or Choiphoroi]

Tossup 19. Divided into such provinces as Nickerie and Brokopondo, this country’s eastern center is dominated by the WJ van Bloomenstein Lake. The Corentyne River divides it from its western neighbor, while the Maroni is part of the eastern border. Juliana Top can be found in the Wilhelmina Mountains in this country, which became independent in 1975. For 10 points, name this country sitting to the north of Brazil, east of Guyana, and west of French Guiana, a former Dutch colony whose capital is Paramaribo.

ANSWER: Republic of Suriname [or Republiek Suriname]

BONUS. Answer the following about gospels, for 10 points per part.

[10] Found near the Egyptian town of Beni Masar in the 1970s, this book shows the title figure carrying out orders to help Jesus shed his physical form.

ANSWER: Gospel of Judas Iscariot

[10] Three of the four canonical gospels that start the New Testament are described by this adjective, because their theological attitudes are similar and they are thought to ultimately derive from the “Q source.”

ANSWER: synoptic gospels

[10] This is the only non-synoptic gospel. It emphasizes the divinity of Jesus and contains the story of Saint Thomas.

ANSWER: Gospel of John [accept equivalents such as Gospel According to St. John, etc]
Tossup 20. This quantity can be calculated by taking the negative of Boltzmann's constant and multiplying by temperature and the natural log of the equlibrium constant at constant volume. Also equal to the energy minus the product of temperature and final entropy, it quantifies how much energy is needed to create a system beyond spontaneous transfer from the environment. For 10 points, name this quantity that forms one of the four thermodynamic potentials along with enthalpy, internal energy, and Gibbs free energy.

ANSWER: Helmholtz free energy [prompt on partial answer]
BONUS. Minamoto Yoritomo and Ashikaga Takauji were notable examples. For 10 points each:

[10] Name these military dictators of Japan, whose title translates to “barbarian-quelling high general” and who were the de facto rulers of the country from 1192 to 1868 with only a few decades’ exception

ANSWER: shoguns [or seii taishoguns]

[10] The longest interruption in shogunate rule began in 1573, when this warlord overthrew the impotent Ashikaga shogun as part of his campaign to end the Japanese civil war, which was carried to completion by his lieutenant Hideyoshi Toyotomi.

ANSWER: Oda Nobunaga [or Kichihoshi; or Saburo]

[10] The shogunate system fell for good in 1868 when power returned to the emperor and prime minister, starting this forty-year process of political and economic modernization.

ANSWER: the Meiji Restoration
Tossup 21. Amedeo Modigliani did a portrait of a tophatted man named Max with this last name. A painting of another figure by this name shows a woman clasping her hands in prayer at the lower left. White-bonneted women and a cow stand against an orange background and are divided by a tree trunk from this man, who is put into a headlock  by a figure with yellow wings. For 10 points, name this figure who is seen in the painting Vision After the Sermon by Paul Gauguin, showing his wrestling match with an angel.

ANSWER: Jacob
BONUS. Name these philosophers, for 10 points each.

[10] This author of The Blue and Brown Books made a splash with his Tractatus Logico-Philosophicus, then reversed position in the Philosophical Investigations.

ANSWER: Ludwig Wittgenstein

[10] The Basis of Morality was one of the later works of this unpleasant man, who explained the theory of transcending suffering through art in his Eastern-influenced magnum opus The World as Will and Idea.

ANSWER: Arthur Schopenauer

[10] This Spanish-born professor at Harvard penned such philosophical works as The Life of Reason and Skepticism and Animal Faith and also coined an aphorism about those who forget history.

ANSWER: George Santayana [or Jorge Augustín Nicholas Ruiz de Santayana y Borráis]

Tossup 22. In this novel. a man attempts to make up for treating his former governess poorly by giving her money, and the main character finances the funeral of a friend who is killed by a carriage. The protagonist is bitter about possibly acquiring money from Luzhin through the marriage of his sister Dounia, and eventually marries “Little Mother Sonia” after matching wits with Porfiry. For 10 points, an axe is used by Rodion Raskolnikov to kill Alonya and Lizaveta in what novel by by Fyodor Dostoyevsky?
ANSWER: Crime and Punishment [or Prestupleniye i nakazaniye]
BONUS. Name these scientific semi-mysteries, for 10 points per part.

[10] This difference between the mass of a nucleus and the mass of the constituent particles is explained by the portion of mass converted to the binding energy.

ANSWER: the mass defect [prompt on missing mass]

[10] If they exist, these hypothetical particles are massless, travel at the speed of light, and mediate the only fundamental force not unified in the Standard Model.

ANSWER: gravitons

[10] This paradox suggests that one can find both the momentum and position of a particle by measuring another particle in an interacting pair. It was solved by the definitions of locality in Bell’s inequalities.

ANSWER: EPR paradox [or Einstein-Podolsky-Rosen Paradox]
