Related Tossup/Bonus Phase

Tossup 1. He argued that learning about history in school made the individual feel insignificant, leading to reinforced social solidarity.  He dubbed the objects of his investigation “social facts,” and one of his early works claimed that crime is functional society, On the Normality of Crime.  He wrote his doctoral dissertation about a phenomenon that he argued led to normlessness, in The Division of Labour in Society.  For 10 points, name this man who coined the term “Anomie” and wrote about Egoistic, Altruistic, Fatalistic, and Anomic suicides. 
ANSWER: Emile Durkheim
BONUS. Answer the following regarding the macroeconomy. For 10 points each:

[10] This diagram shows changes in interest rates by plotting lines representing the labor, goods, and money markets on one graph.

ANSWER: IS-LM-FE Equilibrium model
[10] The Mundell-Fleming model is one way to calculate this quantity, which is also the sum of investment, consumer spending, government spending, and net exports.
ANSWER: aggregate demand [do not accept or prompt on demand]

Tossup 2. The central figure in this event was a former Senator from New Mexico who bore the unusual middle name of “Bacon.” It was exposed thanks to the man who would become Franklin Roosevelt's first Attorney General, Thomas Walsh, and it benefitted such figures as Edward Doheny. Involving the Elk Hills reserves, it led to the resignation of Interior secretary Albert Fall. For 10 points, name this scandal of the Harding administration which began with the leasing of naval oil reserves.
ANSWER: Teapot Dome scandal

BONUS. Answer the following regarding the thirteen original colonies. For 10 points each:

[10] This colony was founded as a haven for debtors by James Oglethorpe.

ANSWER: Georgia
[10] After replacing Jon Carver in 1621, this man served a total of thirty years as governor of the Plymouth colony.
ANSWER: William Bradford
Tossup 3. The system developed by this man is often contrasted with an alternate approach known as cladistics. After training at Uppsala, he moved to Holland to continue his studies and published Systema Naturae.  Two years later he published the first edition of Genera Plantarum where he gave more details on his system for plants. For 10 points, name this botanist who created the system of binomial nomenclature for identifying species.
Answer:  Carolus Linnaeus
BONUS. Answer these questions about population genetics. For 10 points each:

[10] This is the total amount of genetic information, which is possessed by all the reproductive members of a population of sexually reproducing organisms.

Answer:  Gene pool
[10] This is an event where the population drops by 50% or more causing an increase in genetic drift.
Answer:  Bottleneck
Tossup 4. One of this team's first stars left it in a trade for Stan Belinda  and Jeffrey Hammonds with the Reds, and Charlie Hayes was the first-ever person to lead this team in home runs. Their regular catchers in their first year of existence included Danny Sheaffer and current Yankees manager Joe Girardi. They made the playoffs once under original manager Don Baylor, and later reached their first World Series behind current manager Clint Hurdle. For 10 points, name this team which rode a lengthy win streak into the 2007 playoffs, only to lose to the Red Sox in four games.
ANSWER: Colorado Rockies [either or both words]
BONUS. Answer the following about classic cartoon characters. For 10 points each.
[10] This short, bowtie-sporting creature is Yogi Bear’s sidekick.
ANSWER: Boo Boo
[10] Often used as a shorthand for the decline of a cartoon, this alien could only be seen by Fred Flintsone in the later seasons of the Flinstones show.
ANSWER: The Great Gazoo
Tossup 5. The national epic of this country concerns Napoleon’s invasion of it, and one of its authors wrote about the military exploits of Pan Yan and his love for princess Helena. Another work by that author concerns the debauchery and subsequent conversion to Christianity of patrician Vincius. The Chain of Chance, His Master’s Voice, and Solaris are works of another author from this country, Stanislaw Lem. For 10 points, name this country that produced the author responsible for the works With Fire and Sword and Quo Vadis, Henryk Sienkiewicz. 
ANSWER: Poland
BONUS. Answer some questions about Christopher Marlowe. For 10 points each:

[10] This Marlowe work concerns the conceited titular figure who listens to the Evil Angel and performs an act of magic to summon the fallen angel Mephostopilis.

ANSWER: Doctor Faustus   

[10] The merchant Barabas’ plot to drop Turkish leaders into cauldrons of boiling liquid is foiled by the Christian governor in this Marlowe work.
ANSWER: The Jew of Malta 

Tossup 6. Sometimes said to have committed adultery with Amphinomous, she is convinced of a stranger’s identity by being told about how her bed was built from an olive tree. She was the daughter of Icarius and first cousin of Helen of Troy.  She spent three years undoing her work on a funeral shroud for Laertes, her husband’s father, in order to put off the suitors who had occupied her house.  For 10 points, name this Greek heroine who was the wife of Odysseus.

Answer: Penelope

BONUS. Answer questions about the twelve labors of Heracles. For 10 points each:

[10] The first labor involved killing this ferocious feline.

Answer:  Nemean Lion
[10] The last labor involved pulling this persistent pooch from the underworld.  

Answer:  Cerberus

Tossup 7: One man who held this post had earlier founded the Independent Republican Party, and after leaving this post, that man went on to chair the group that wrote the European Union constitution. Another man who held this post was assassinated by Sante Caserio, while other notable people to serve in this office were Adolphe Thiers and Raymond Poincaré. Under the Fifth Republic, this  post has been filled by such men as Georges Pompidou and Francois Mitterand. For 10 points, what is this office, held from 1959 to 1969 by Charles de Gaulle?
ANSWER: President of France [do not accept Prime Minister of France]
Bonus: Answer the following regarding World War II for ten points each.

[10] This German General was known as the Desert Fox and was Commander of the Afrika Korps.

ANSWER: Erwin Rommel
[10] This term referred to many models of German tanks and means tiger.

ANSWER: Panzer
Tossup 8: His attempt at writing a series of musical sketches about famous authors was aborted after his “Robert Browning Overture,” though he returned to the idea with the movements “Hawthorne,” “Emerson,” “The Alcotts,” and “Thoreau” in a certain piano sonata. This composer of The Unanswered Question also invented the notion of estate planning and wrote the Camp Meeting Symphony. For 10 points, name these early polytonalist, an American composer of Three Places in New England and the Concord Hymn.

ANSWER: Charles Ives
Bonus: Answer the following about modern art for ten points each.

[10] This man’s The Blue Nude caused a scandal at the 1913 Armory Show.

ANSWER: Henri Matisse
[10] Matisse was best known for this style which emphasized color and was named from the French for “wild beasts.”
ANSWER: Fauvism
Category Quiz tossups:

Tossup 9. Tossup. In one work by this artist, a multi-level villa and shepherd boy can be seen in the background, while two musicians are inspired by two naked muses in the foreground. In another work cherubs look on as a white bull carries off a maiden and he depicted two servants rummaging through a chest while a sleeping, curled up dog accompanies a reclining, nude woman on a bed. For 10 points, name this student of Giorgione and creator of Pastoral Concert, The Rape of Europa, and Venus of Urbino. 

ANSWER: Titian [or Tiziano Vecellio] 

Tossup 10. He was kidnapped by pirates as a young boy and forced to work as a slave, but escaped to France where he studied under St. Germain before becoming a bishop. In his spiritual autobiography, The Confessio, he tells of a dream where the land the pirates were taken to are calling him back.  With Pope St. Leo I’s blessings he went to Ireland as a missionary for Christianity. For 10 points, name this man whom legend says cursed all the snakes in Ireland to drown in the sea.

Answer:  Saint Patrick
Tossup 11. Its wavelengths range from 100 to 400 nanometers. There are three types:  A, B, and C. All of the C type and some of the B type are absorbed by the atmosphere, mostly the ozone layer. Type A is needed for vitamin D production in the human epidermal layer. For 10 points, name this type of electromagnetic radiation that causes sunburns and is linked to certain forms of skin cancer.

Answer:  Ultraviolet or UV radiation

Tossup 12. One of these present at the creation of the world is often depicted as a demon wearing a leopard skin, with a bag over his shoulder. One is credited with stopping an invasion using arrows of lighting, leaving only three survivors.  Seven of them are prayed to at the New Year, and one created the world by stabbing the earth with a jeweled spear.  For 10 points, Fujin, Raiden, the Shichi Fujukin, and Izanagi are among which form of deity native to Japan?

ANSWER: Kami [accept Japanese Gods or Shinto Gods early]
Tossup 13. In one of this author’s works, Paola meets Pappy Hod after sailing to Valletta with Benny Profane and Herbert Stencil. In another work, the mysterious Tristero organization is pursued by the executor of Pierce Inverarity’s will, Oedipa Maas. The Pavlovian researcher Edward Pointsman conditions Tyrone Slothrop to detect German rockets in another of his works. For 10 points, name this author of such works as V., The Crying of Lot 49, and Gravities Rainbow.  
ANSWER: Thomas Pynchon
Tossup 14. In September of 2007 a female member of this group hijacked a small plane and escaped to the city of Villavicencio. In December of 2007 French Prime minister Francois Fillon agreed to accommodate members of this group in exchange for the release Clara Rojas and former presidential candidate Ingrid Betancourt.  In March of 2008, a senior leader of this group, Ivan Rios was killed by his own men although men loyal to Alvaro Uribe claimed the kill. For 10 points, name this Marxist rebel group in Colombia.

ANSWER: FARC [accept Fuerzas Armadas Revolucionarias de Colombia or Revolutionary Armed Forces of Colombia]
Category Quiz bonuses:

Arts: He inspired the use of cubism through his later works depicting Mt. St. Victorie. For 15 points, who was this post-impressionist painter.

ANSWER: Paul Cezanne   

Current Events Bonus: In December 2008 he defeated current South African president Thabo Mbeki for the presidency of the African National Congress. For 15 points, who is this politician and likely future president of South Africa.
ANSWER: Jacob Zuma
Geography: Its capital is at Ponta Delgada on São Miguel and São Jorge produces a high quality cured cheese. For 15 points, what is this island group located 1000 miles west of Portugal. 

ANSWER: Azores
History: A 2005 investigation revealed that there may have been no North Vietnamese ships present. For 15 points name this body of water in which the US ships Turner Joy and Maddox were supposedly fired upon.
ANSWER:  Gulf of Tonkin
Literature. He wrote about two brothers named Morris and Zachariah in The Blood Knot and his Sizwe Banzi is Dead opens with a forty-five minute monologue. For 15 points, name this South African author probably best known for Master Harold… and the Boys. 

ANSWER: Athol Fugard
Math Calculation: Line A passes through the point (2, 3) and has a y-intercept at 5.  Line B passes through (2, -2) with a y-intercept at -6. For 15 points, find the intersection of these two lines.

ANSWER:  (3, 2) 

Trash: He played Sam Spade, a private detective searching for a priceless falcon made of gold.  For 15 points, name this actor who also played Rick Blaine, a nightclub owner, in Casablanca.

Answer:  Humphrey Bogart
Science: It includes the crust and the upper mantel, which are joined by the Mohorovičić discontinuity. For 15 points, what is this solid, outermost layer of the earth. 

ANSWER: lithosphere
Stretch phase:

Tossup 15. This person described the title insect of one poem as “born to sip the lake or spring” and in another called the title plant a “fair flower, that dost so comely grow.” This poet claimed that the title craft of another poem once held Hancock but is probably best known for a poem that describes the “painted chief and pointed spear” in the title locale. FTP name this poet of “The Wild Honeyscukle”, “The British Prison Ship” and “The Indian Burial Ground”.

ANSWER:  Philip Morin Freneau
BONUS. For compounds it is referred to as polymorphism and they can be monotropic or enantiotropic depending on relative stability.

[10] What is this phenomenon, which results in chemical elements existing in different forms based on spatial arrangement of atoms in the crystal structure. 

ANSWER: allotropy [or allotropes]

[10] This poisonous allotrope of phosphorus can exist in either hexagonal or cubic crystal structures and converts to red phosphorus when subjected to heat or light. 

ANSWER: white phosphorus

[10] This allotropes of carbon is composed of 60 carbon atoms, comes in nanotube and buckyball varieties, and is produced using laser vaporization of graphite rods.

ANSWER: fullerenes

Tossup 16. His legend was first recorded by Xenophon and Herodotus recounts that he was the son Cambyses, vassal of Persis, and the daughter of Astyages, king of the Medes. His defeat of the Lydian king Croesus gave him control over Anatolia and the Ionian Greek cities, and he founded the Achaemenian empire after his defeat of Nabonidus and the subsequent capture of Babylon from King Belshazzar. or 10 points, Ezra 1:1-4 recounts the role of which Persian ruler and predecessor to Darius I in ending the Babylonian captivity of the Jews.

ANSWER: Cyrus II [or Cyrus the Great]

BONUS. Answer questions concerning a fire-breathing monster. For 10 points each:

[10] King Iobates of Lycia needed a hero to kill this monster that was part lion, part goat, part dragon, and could breathe fire.

Answer:  Chimera
[10] In order to defeat the Chimera this hero used a golden bridle to ride Pegasus given to him by the Goddess Minerva.

Answer:  Bellerophon
[10] Bellerophon became overconfident after his victory over the Chimera so when he tried to fly to heaven Jupiter sent this to sting Pegasus causing Bellerophon to fall off and become blind.

Answer:  Gadfly
Tossup 17. The last of them displayed similar scoring to the composer’s earlier Weimar cantatas and all but the first were structured as a ritornello where the opening tutti serves as a formal marker between concertino. Originally titled Six Concertos With several Instruments, the instrumentation reflected the available musicians of Prince Christian Leopold of Cöthen; however, their recipient, Christian Ludwig, probably lacked sufficient orchestra to meet the pieces’ demands. For 10 points, what is this work intended for the Margrave of a certain Prussian province and composed by J.S. Bach. 

ANSWER: Brandenburg Concertos 
BONUS. Name these literary locales. For 10 points each:

[10] Romeo and Juliet live in this Italian town and Shakespeare also wrote about two gentlemen here.

ANSWER: Verona
[10] In 1984, this country is constantly at war with either Eastasia or Eurasia and contains Airstrip 1. 

ANSWER: Oceania
[10] This is the dystopian American republic in Margaret Atwood’s handmaid’s tail. In the Raven, the narrator requests balm from a similarly named place.

ANSWER: Republic of Gilead
Tossup 18. Ports along it included Brindisi, Taranto, and Terracina, which lay on the Tyrrhenian Sea. It passed through Benevento and Capua in the Campania district, and ran south of Cannae. It had a slightly convex surface and had a foundation of heavy stone held together by lime mortar and overlaid with polygonal blocks of lava. Ending in the Adriatic and passing north of Vesuvius and through Rome, this is, for 10 points, what ancient roman road. 

ANSWER: Appian Way [ or Appia ]  

BONUS. Triggered by the refusal of the president of the South African Republic, Paul Kruger, to provide political rights to the Uitlanders, the brutal tactics of Lord Kitchener eventually resulted in a British victory. For 10 points each:

[10] What was this war fought between the British and two Afrikaner republics that ended with the Peace of Vereeniging.

ANSWER: Boer War [or Anglo-Boer War]

[10] Along with the South African Republic or Transvaal, this other Afrikaner republic also fought in the Boer War.

ANSWER: Orange Free State
[10] This six day period of the war saw the Boers deliver defeats against the British at Stormberg and Colenso while the towns of Ladysmith and Kimberly were besieged.  
ANSWER: Black Week 

Tossups 19. A pair of these molecules bound by D1 and D2 subunits is referred to as P680. This chelate consists of phytol side chain attached to a porphyrin ring in a 4 coordinate complex with magnesium and it is in the same structural family as cytochromes and hemoglobin. It can receive energized electrons from carotenoids such as fucoxanthin accessory pigments located in photosystems I and II, which are located within the thylakoid membrane of the chloroplast. For 10 points, what is this pigment that involved in photosynthesis. 

ANSWER: chlorophyll    

BONUS. His operettas include El Capitan, The Bride Elect, and The Free Lance, while his military marches include “The Washington Post and The Stars” and “The Liberty Bell.” For 10 points each:

[10] Who is this composer of “The Stars and Stripes Forever.”

ANSWER: John Philip Sousa
[10] Among Sousa’s marches is this piece for the U.S. Marine Corps, which takes its name from the Corp’s motto and would become the Corp’s official march.

ANSWER: “Semper Fidelis” 

[10] Sousa’s modification of this type of brass tuba included the adoption removable bell and his modified version would eventually be referred to as the sousaphone. 

ANSWER: helicon  

Tossup 20. It was written as a response to Siger of Brabant’s application of the teachings of the Arabic philosopher Averroës. In its first part, the author discusses God the creator and introduces arguments for the existence of God, which constitute the “Five Ways.” Divided into 3 parts and structured as a serious of 611 questions followed by articles containing replies and objections, it systemized classical Latin theology through the adaptation of Aristotelian philosophy along with its companion piece, Summa contra Gentiles. For 10 points, what is this work seminal work of Thomas Aquinas. 

ANSWER: Summa Theologica (accept Summa contra Gentiles before “Five Ways”)

BONUS. Bertrands theorem applies to the kinetic energy imparted by a set of them to an object in motion. For 10 points each:

[10] What is this value that can be represented as the integral of a force with respect to time or the change in force over a period of time.

ANSWER: impulse
[10] The impulse can also be represented as the change in this value, which is the velocity times the mass of an object.

ANSWER: momentum 

[10] According to Noether’s symmetry theorem dealing with invariance under translation, this law of physics holds for momentum and energy.

ANSWER: conservation of momentum

Tossup 21: In G-men, the gangster, Edward Pawley conceals a snub-nosed .45 in one of these.  Steed from the Avengers is usually seen wearing one.  In the Monty Python's sketches "The Ministry of Silly Walks," John Cleese wears one.  In cricket, it will be given as a prize if you can take three wickets with consecutive deliveries.  For 10 points, name this article of clothing that Oddjob uses as a weapon.
ANSWER:  Bowler hat or Derby or Billycock [prompt on “hat”]
BONUS. Answer some questions about Roman festivals. For 10 points each:

[10] Preceding the festival of Tellus and follwed by the Opalia, this festival is held in honor of the god of agriculture and took place from December 17th through the 23rd.
ANSWER: Saturnalia
[10] The “Dance of the Salii occurs during Quinquatria which is held in honor of this Roman equivalent of Athena.

ANSWER: Minerva
[10] Held in honor of the god Pan, its name was derived from the Greek word for wolf. It includes the sacrifice of two goats and naked youths subsequently run around the Palatine Hill whipping people. 

ANSWER: Lupercalia
Tossup 22. It reaches a critical level at the base of the exosphere for light, fast moving hydrogen and helium atoms due to low molecular densities and few molecular collisions. Between the singularity and the event horizon of a black hole, this value exceeds the speed of light and a natural satellite can slow an approaching body to below this value to aid in satellite capture. The strength of a gravitational field can be expressed in terms of, for 10 points, what value, which represents the velocity needed for a body to leave a gravitational center of attraction without further acceleration.

ANSWER: escape velocity
BONUS. Name these Canterbury Tales. For 10 points each:

[10] This bawdy tale involves a student named Nicholas who has an affair with his landlord’s wife Allison.

ANSWER: Miller’s Tale

[10] In this tale three men search for death and find a bag of gold under a tree.

ANSWER: Pardoner’s Tale

[10] This character offers a poetic work about a knight named Sir Topas.

ANSWER: Geoffrey Chaucer 

Tiebreakers:

Tossup 23. In Romance of the Three Kingdoms, Lu Bu owns one named Red Hare, and there is one named Fru-Fru in Anna Karenina. D’artagnan has a yellow one and Ichabod Crane owns one named Gunpowder. Boxer, Molly and Clover in Animal Farm and Rocinante from Don Quixote are all examples of this animal.  FTP name this critter often bridled by literary heroes.

ANSWER: Horses 
Tossup 24. Their primary effect results in different reaction rates due to varying amounts of energy needed for transition state formation. Their existence was experimentally verified by Eugene Goldstein through work with rays of positive ions and they were first observed in ores of uranium and thorium. Magic numbers correlate to peaks in their abundance distributions, and the numerical difference between their measured mass and the mass number is the mass defect. For 10 points, tritium, deuterium, and hydrogen are examples of these types of atoms of an element with the same atomic number but different atomic masses.  

ANSWER: isotopes
