Related Tossup/Bonus Phase

Tossup 1. The dedication of a temple at Kangavar calls this character the son of the mother goddess Anahita. In the Vedas, this figure is often paired in a dvandva with Varuna, as they’re both considered gods of the oath. Ranks in his cults included “raven,” “bridegroom,” and “lion,” and he was said to be born from a rock, holding a torch and a knife. When his country’s religion changed, he became a Yazata, sometimes said to be Ahura Mazda’s son. All of the caves dedicated to this figure featured a statue of him slaying the sacred bull, from which he created plants and animals. For 10 points, identify this Iranian deity of light, worshipped in the Roman cult of Sol Invictus.
ANSWER: Mithras [accept Mitra, Mir, Mehr, or Meher; accept Sol Invictus before mention]
BONUS. Identify some exciting syncretic religions, for 10 points each.
[10] This religion, founded in Jamaica, includes elements of Christianity and Marcus Garvey’s Pan-Africanism movement, and worships Haile Selassie as God incarnate.
ANSWER: Rastafarianism
[10] Regular members of this Vietnamese religion are required to be vegetarian for ten days each month; this religion may be more famous for the inclusion among its Three Saints of Sun Yat-Sen and Victor Hugo.
ANSWER: Dao Cao Dai [accept Caodaism or Đại Đạo Tam Kỳ Phổ Độ]
Tossup 2. Marilyn Manson’s guitarist John 5 briefly played in a band of this name; that band’s only album was 2006’s Just Like You. It names Day Sixteen on the Ayreon album The Human Equation, and a 3 Doors Down song of this name notes that “nothing seems to fill this place” and that “sooner or later you’ll know” that the narrator will “be dead”. The singer of a more famous song of this name, the first single from his Mellow Gold, claims that his “time is a piece of wax” and that “in the time of chimpanzees,” he “was a monkey.” For 10 points, give the word that titles that song, in which Beck asks “So why don’t you kill me?”
ANSWER: Loser
BONUS. Identify some RPGs exclusive to the Playstation 2, for 10 points each.
[10] This game, produced by Square Enix, is set in the world of Spira; told from the perspective of the blitzball player Tidus, it follows the quest of the summoner Yuna to defeat Sin. It had an underappreciated sequel.
ANSWER: Final Fantasy X or Final Fantasy 10 [accept Fainaru Fantajī Ten, prompt on  FFX or FF10]
[10] This Level 5 RPG sees Jaster Rogue join the crew of Captain Dorgengoa after two of his pirates mistake Jaster for the famed bounty hunter Desert Claw. The pirate crew ends up journeying to find the legendary Planet Eden.
ANSWER: Rogue Galaxy
Tossup 3. They assume Russell-Saunders coupling, and they do not hold in situations where J-J coupling is prevalent. One of these states that the lowest energy state is found in the level with the highest J value. The compound DMX was recently shown to violate one of them, which states that maximum multiplicity is obtained by having the higher spin state. Thus, the most commonly stated one of them implies that one electron must be found in orbitals of the same energy level before they for can pair with other electrons. For 10 points, identify this set of rules which describe the quantum number of electrons in an atom.

ANSWER: Hund’s rules

BONUS. Identify the following about electron configurations, for 10 points each.

[10] This principle states that electrons occupying orbitals starting with the lowest possible and ‘building up.’

ANSWER: aufbau principle

[10] This other statement by a German physicist states that no two electrons can have the same quantum numbers which are all the same. 

ANSWER: Pauli exclusion principle

Tossup 4. His overreactions to the death of his mother Nandi, including the banning of agriculture and milk drinking, led almost directly to his overthrow. During his service under Dingiswayo, he helped lead an attack on the Amangwane, thus beginning the first mfecane. He organized the first impi, and his half-brother and successor Dingane fought the first major battle of the Anglo-Zulu War at Blood River, a battle which featured the “buffalo horns” formation developed by this man. For 10 points, identify this 19th century African leader who united the Zulu tribes.
ANSWER: Shaka Zulu [accept Tshaka, Tchaka, or Chaka]
BONUS. Identify some things about Americans interacting with Africa in the early 19th century, for 10 points each.
[10] Among other exploits, this American naval officer captured the Mastico while in command of the Enterprise. After the Mastico was rechristened the Intrepid, he used it to raid Tripoli harbor and destroy the captured frigate Philadelphia.
ANSWER: Stephen Decatur, Jr.
[10] In 1801, the Pasha of Tripoli demanded $225,000 from this recently-elected U.S. President’s administration; his refusal sparked the First Barbary War.
ANSWER: Thomas Jefferson
Tossup 5. Daniel Kiley designed the landscape for this man’s project for the National Center for Atmospheric Research, the Anasazi-inspired Mesa Lab complex in Boulder, Colorado. Other works of his in Colorado include the 16th Street Mall and the Mile High Tower, both in Denver. He created controversy by failing to consult with feng shui masters before designing Hong Kong’s Bank of China Tower, though that wasn’t be a problem when he designed Boston’s John Hancock Tower and the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame. For 10 points, identify this Chinese-American architect who also created the Louvre’s glass pyramids.
ANSWER: Ieoh Ming “I.M.” Pei [accept National Center for Atmospheric Research’s Mesa Laboratory complex or similar before “this man’s”]
BONUS. Czech classical music never gets enough love. Help rectify the situation by answering these questions, for 10 points each.
[10] His tone poems include The Water Goblin, The Noon Witch, and the semi-autobiographical The Hero’s Song, but he’s probably better known for his Symphony No. 9, subtitled “From the New World”.
ANSWER: Antonín Leopold Dvořák
[10] This man’s best-known autobiographical composition is his String Quartet No. 1, subtitled “From My Life”, but he’s better known for the opera The Bartered Bride and the tone poem Vltava from his Ma Vlast cycle.
ANSWER: Bedřich Smetana
Tossup 6. Its formulator first discussed it in a book about a UFO doomsday cult led by a Marion Keech, When Prophecy Fails. The classic experiment demonstrating it involved subjects getting paid varying amounts to lie about how interesting mundane tasks were to other subjects; J.C. Carlsmith ran an experiment to demonstrate it in which children would receive either moderate or severe punishment for playing with a toy; those promised  moderate punishment were less likely to play with the toy when the threat was removed. For 10 points, give this term coined by Leon Festinger, which describes the feeling arising from the conflict between previously-held beliefs and reality.
ANSWER: cognitive dissonance
BONUS. The only full-length work this man published during his lifetime was his Thesis on the Primitive Vowel System in Indo-European Languages. For 10 points each: 
[10] Identify this “father of 20th century linguistics”, whose students Charles Bally and Albert Sechehaye compiled his Course On General Linguistics from his University of Geneva lecture notes.
ANSWER: Ferdinand de Saussure
[10] Saussure used a linguistically-based approach in developing this concept of semiotics; it is composed of the “signifier” and the “signified” and is essentially defined as a discrete unit of meaning.
ANSWER: linguistic sign
Tossup 7. Minor characters in this work include the lackey Waldemar Fitzurse and Aymer, the Prior of Jorlvaux. The title character’s father  wants his beautiful ward to marry Athelstane of Conigsburgh; that father later escapes Torquilstone castle with the help of his jester Wamba. This work’s titular character wins a tournament at Ashby, after which he’s taken in by Isaac of York, whose daughter Rebecca he later defends. Locksley and the Black Sluggard turn out to be Robin Hood and King Richard I in disguise, after which Cedric the Saxon relents and reinherits his son, the title character. For 10 points, name this Sir Walter Scott novel, in which the titular protagonist marries the Lady Rowena.
ANSWER: Ivanhoe
BONUS. Works produced by authors from this country include Some Prefer Nettles and I Am A Cat. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this country, whose authors have also written such works as Prize Catch, The Ruined Map, Snow Country, and The Sound of the Mountain.
ANSWER: Japan [accept Nihon-koku or Nippon-koku]
[10] This contemporary Japanese author reinterpreted the Oedipus myth in Kafka on the Shore; his other novels include one about Toru Okada’s search for a missing cat, The Wind-Up Bird Chronicle.
ANSWER: Haruki Murakami [prompt on “Haruki”, accept in either order]
Tossup 8. Oscar Collazo and Griselio Torresola attempted to do this at the Blair House. Vietnam War protestors and Quebecois nationals prevented Arthur Bremer from doing this at Ottawa’s Parliament Hill; Robert Preston’s use of a helicopter inspired Samuel Byck to try to accomplish this two years later. More recent attempts have been made by noted Cessna thief Frank Corder and Georgian national Vladimir Arutyunian, while Richard Lawrence received a caning by the target of his attempt after his derringers both jammed. For 10 points, name this act, also attempted by Giuseppe Zangara and successfully executed by Leon Czolgosz, Charles Guiteau, and John Wilkes Booth.
ANSWER: attempting to assassinate the president of the United States [accept equivalents and similar answers, accept “assassinating Truman” or similar before the second sentence]
BONUS. Identify the following about 15th century Italian politics for 10 points each.

[10] This city fought several wars with its rival Venice in the 15th century. It established peace with the Treaty of Lodi, after which Francesco Sforza became its duke.

ANSWER: Milan
[10] Francesco Sforza was a son-in-law to Filippo Maria of this family that ruled over Milan until 1447.

ANSWER: Visconti

Category Quiz Tossups
Tossup 9. The Slavic god who represented this, Svarog, defeated the serpent Zmey and hitches him to a plow. Gilgamesh and Enkidu pray to the Akkadian god of it, Shamash, on their way to fight Humbaba. Hinduism ascribes it to the deity Surya, while Chinese myth has the archer Hou Yi shoot down nine of the birds representing it. In Norse myth, Arvak and Alsvid were its horses, and when its counterpart Mani is eaten by Hati, it’s eaten by Skoll. Phaethon dies when he attempts to drive the chariot of it, while the barque representing it is piloted by Ra. For 10 points, identify this celestial object often associated with Helios.
ANSWER: the sun
Tossup 10. The mu variety of these is the set of them that can be computed by Turing machines; an example of a non-primitive mu type is Ackermann’s function. The tail variety can easily be converted to iteration, and they’re commonly used to implement solutions to the Towers of Hanoi problem, to compute the Fibonacci sequence, and to implement the factorial function. Quicksort makes use of the principle of “divide and conquer” in implementing one of these. For 10 points, identify this type of function which features one or more base cases and which works by calling itself.
ANSWER: recursive functions
Tossup 11. This man gained his first elected office in a 1998 victory over Dennis Vacco, no doubt boosted by the investigation he’d run six years earlier that took down the Gambino crime family. However, more recent actions by this man may result in his being charged with violation of the Mann Act. Court papers referring to him as “Client-9” document his meetings with “Kristen” of the “Emperors Club VIP” in a room at the Mayflower Hotel, and on March 12th he announced his impending resignation, after which he’ll be replaced by David Paterson. For 10 points, identify this man, George Pataki’s successor as Governor of New York. 
ANSWER: Eliot Laurence Spitzer
Tossup 12. This work’s protagonist invites the prostitute Georgette to drink with him at the Café Napolitain; later, he drinks with Harvey Stone on terrace of the Café Select. The protagonist’s old friend Bill Gorton joins him on a trout fishing trip to Burguete, where they meet the Englishman Wilson-Harris; after the trip, they meet Mike Campbell and the other two main characters at the Hotel Montoya. The bullfighter Pedro Romero is beaten up by Robert Cohn after having an affair with Brett Ashley in, for 10 points, which work of Ernest Hemingway, narrated by Jake Barnes?
ANSWER: The Sun Also Rises
Tossup 13. Shortly after leaving Giuseppe Cesari’s workshop, he painted a work featuring an older man peering over a well-dressed boy’s shoulder and signaling to his accomplice. In addition to The Cardsharps, this man painted the Inspiration and the Martyrdom of a certain religious figure for the Contarelli Chapel; other religious paintings by this man include one of Jesus revealing himself to Luke and Cleophas, The Supper at Emmaus. For 10 points, identify this Italian Baroque painter, who developed chiaroscuro and painted The Calling of St. Matthew.
ANSWER: Caravaggio [accept Michelangelo Merisi]
Tossup 14. The defense of Fort Stanwix led by General Nicholas Herkimer prevented Barry St. Leger’s forces from providing reinforcements at this battle. General Simon Fraser led the British Advance Corps, which was shredded by Daniel Morgan’s riflemen during the section of this battle fought at Freeman’s Farm. The American victory here was sealed when Horatio Gates’s forces were able to hold Bemis Heights. For 10 points, name this 1777 Revolutionary War battle in New York, in which Benedict Arnold’s forces crushed the British armies led by John Burgoyne.
ANSWER: the Battle of Saratoga
Category Quiz Bonuses

Arts: His sculpture Woman and Bird, created in collaboration with Gardy Artigas, can be found in his hometown of Barcelona. For 15 points, identify this Catalan “unofficial” Surrealist, the painter of such works as Harlequin’s Carnival, Still Life With Old Shoe, and Dog Barking at the Moon.
ANSWER: Joan Miró i Ferrà
Current Events: On March 9, the party led by this man won the general elections in his country, defeating the Mariano Rajoy-led People’s Party. For 15 points, identify this leader of the Spanish Socialist Workers’ Party, the current Prime Minister of Spain.

ANSWER: José Luis Rodríguez Zapatero
Geography: While not Lake Baikal, it does have its own namesake endemic subspecies of seal. Major tributaries include the Svir and Volkhov Rivers, and it contains the Valaam archipelago in its north. For 15 points, name this lake found in the Leningrad Oblast, the largest in Europe.
ANSWER: Lake Ladoga [also accept Ladozhskoye Ozero or Laatokka]
History: The daughter of a bear trainer at the Hippodrome, this former burlesque actress reportedly convinced her husband not to flee during the Nika Revolts. For 15 points, identify this Byzantine Empress, depicted in mosaic across from her husband at the Basilica of San Vitale in Ravenna. 
ANSWER: Theodora
Literature: Its three authoritative versions are known as the A, B, and C texts. Its narrator falls asleep near the Malvern Hills, and has visions of the title character leading the seven deadly sins to Holy Truth and questing for Do-Well, Do-Better, and Do-Best. For 15 points, name this 14th-century allegorical poem, thought to be written by William Langland.
ANSWER: William’s Vision of Piers Plowman [accept Visio Willelmi de Petro Ploughman]
Math Calculation:  When n = 11 and j goes from 0 to 5, this number is the summation of the quantity “n minus j” choose j. For 15 points, identify this number, the highest perfect square which can be found in the Fibonacci sequence beginning 1, 1, 2, 3. You have 15 seconds.
ANSWER: 144

Trash/GK: This player kicked a 57-yard field goal while at Heritage Hall High School, longer than the personal best of his current team’s kicker Stephen Gostkowski. At Texas Tech, his eight punt return touchdowns tied an NCAA record. For 15 points, name this former Dolphins and current Patriots wide receiver, whose eleven catches in Super Bowl 42 tied a Super Bowl record.
ANSWER: Wesley Carter “Wes” Welker

Science: Its celsian and hyalophane varieties contain barium, while its plagioclase series has albite and anorthite endmembers. For 15 points, identify this mineral, the orthoclase variety of which has a Mohs hardness of 6 and can commonly be found in granite.
ANSWER: feldspar
Stretch Phase
Tossup 15. Babb’s Rock and Mingo Island are two of the Isles of the Shoals belonging to this polity, and part of this polity was briefly contained within the unrecognized republic of Madaskawa. The Old Sow tidal whirlpool is located off this state’s Moose Island, and the St. Croix River on its border flows into its Passamaquoddy Bay. The island of Great Spruce Head is found in its Penobscot Bay, while its most populous city is home to Andover College and is the namesake of an oft-photographed “Head Light”. For 10 points, identify this U.S. state, home to Acadia National Park and the cities of Bangor, Portland and its capital Augusta.
ANSWER: The State of Maine [accept Isles of the Shoals before mention]
BONUS. Identify the following authors of modern Eastern European literature, for 10 points each.
[10] This man wrote a novel comprising seven separate narratives, The Book of Laughter and Forgetting, as well as one in which Ludvik is sentenced to six years of hard labor for a postcard, The Joke. However, he’s probably more famous for The Unbearable Lightness of Being.
ANSWER: Milan Kundera

[10] This Cretan created a 30,000-plus line epic poem, The Odyssey: A Modern Sequel, though he gained his most fame from Michael Cacoyannis’s 1964 film adaptation of his novel Zorba the Greek.
ANSWER: Nikos Kazantzakis
[10] He penned a trilogy set in 17th-century Poland which included With Fire And Sword and The Deluge, and his other works include a novel set during the reign of Nero, Quo Vadis.
ANSWER: Henryk Adam Aleksander Pius Sienkiewicz
Tossup 16. This character’s brother Norman dies after falling into the Fountain of Aging; earlier, this character ate his childhood bully Vinnie. In one episode, Santa awarded him a pogo stick for being nice, a quality he exhibited in providing a “feast” of 300 dollars of turkey dogs, an act which earned him the appellation “Oysters Rockefeller” from a hobo. He’s not sure if disembowelment is fatal in humans, and he once told a coworker to “pick a mouth and open it” at the beginning of a physical exam. The son of Norm, Sam, and Sadie and the nephew of silent actor Harold, for 10 points, name this Decapodian staff doctor  of the Planet Express Corporation in Futurama.
ANSWER: Dr. John Zoidberg
BONUS. Identify the following about the kidneys for 10 points each.

[10] These functional units of the kidneys are the sites where blood filtration occurs. 

ANSWER: nephrons

[10] This set of capillaries contained within the Bowman’s capsule are the actual sites of filtration. After being filtered, the blood flows into an arteriole instead of a venule.

ANSWER: glomerulus
[10] This U shaped portion lies in between two convoluted tubules and is responsible for re-absorption of ions from urea. It contains an ascending limb and a descending limb.

ANSWER: loop of Henle
Tossup 17. Servants of nobles in this play include Fabian, Valentine, and Curio, as well as the clown Feste. The major subplot in this play involves the lady-in-waiting Maria convincing another character to always smile and to wear cross-gartered yellow stockings. This play, set in Illyria, features characters like the sea captain Antonio, Andrew Aguecheek, Toby Belch, and the puritanical steward Malvolio, who is obsessed with the countess Olivia. For 10 points, name this Shakespeare play, centering on the adventures of the twins Viola and Sebastian.
ANSWER: Twelfth Night, Or What You Will
BONUS. Its libretto, written by Francesco Maria Piave, was based on the play Le roi s’amuse by Victor Hugo. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this opera, in which the titular jester of the Duke of Mantua has a curse laid upon him by Monterone.
ANSWER: Rigoletto
[10] This composer of the operas Otello and Il trovatore also wrote the music for Rigoletto.
ANSWER: Giuseppe Fortunino Francesco Verdi
[10] This tenor canzone, sung by the Duke, is first heard during his attempts to seduce Maddalena, the sister of the assassin Sparafucile. Its title translates to “Woman is flighty”.
ANSWER: “La donna è mobile”
Tossup 18. His chariot was pulled by the horses Liath Macha and Dub Sainglend, and he sends his charioteer Laeg to the Otherworld to meet with the goddess Li Ban. He helps Scathach fight Aife, eventually impregnating the latter with his son Connla, in the process of winning his wife Emer. He fought the armies of Maeve single-handedly at Cooley and is also known for his salmon-leap and his spear Gae Bolg. For 10 points, name this Ulster-born hero from Irish mythology, formerly known as Setanta, who gained his new name after killing the hound of the smith Culann.
ANSWER: CuChulainn [or Cu Chulaind, accept Setanta before mention]
BONUS. Answer the following about a school of philosophical thought, modern practitioners of which include Richard Rorty, for 10 points each.
[10] This author of Principles of Psychology gave the lecture “The Will To Believe” in 1897, and further developed the theory of pragmatism in The Varieties of Religious Experience and 1907’s Pragmatism.
ANSWER: William James [prompt on “James”; I suppose you can accept such things as Bill(y) James]
[10] This American polymath founded pragmatism with the essays “How To Make Our Ideas Clear” and “The Fixation Of Belief”.
ANSWER: Charles Sanders Peirce [pronounced “purse”]
[10] This man developed his idea of pragmatism in The Life of Reason, a work which includes the quote “Those who cannot remember the past are condemned to repeat it;” he also told the story of Oliver Alden in the novel The Last Puritan.
ANSWER: George Santayana [accept Jorge Agustín Nicolás Ruíz de Santayana y Borrás]
Tossup 19. This term has been used to refer to the slaughter of men under Vortigern by Anglo-Saxon mercernaries, as well as for the 1962 sacking of seven Cabinet members by British Prime Minister Harold McMillan. The most famous event of this name was aimed partly as a reaction the Marburg speech of vice-Chancellor Franz von Papen. Kurt von Schleicher and Gustav Ritter von Kahr were other enemies of this event’s instigator killed by the Gestapo and the SS during it. Centering on the removal of Ernst Rohm and the SA, for 10 points, give the name of this June 1934 purge of the Nazi party.
ANSWER: Night of the Long Knives [accept Nacht der langen Messer or Operation Hummingbird or Kolibri]
BONUS. Everyone loves fluid dynamics, right? Tell me some things about it for 10 points each.
[10] This property of liquids, the cause of capillary action, is caused by the inward pull of intermolecular forces, making the liquid more resistant to compression. It allows, for example, insects to walk on water.
ANSWER: surface tension
[10] This more chaotic type of fluid flow, contrasted with laminar flow, exists when the fluid’s Reynolds number is above 4000. You may have experienced it while in an airplane.
ANSWER: turbulent flow
[10] This doubly-eponymous set of partial-differential equations, the smoothness of which is the subject of one of the Clay Institute’s Millennium Prize problems, governs the flow of incompressible fluids.
ANSWER: Navier-Stokes equations
Tossup 20. Light-cone scaling, a technique developed by James Bjorken, allowed them to be observed and verified. Their masses were previously calculated using the Gell-Mann-Nishijima formula, and they all have spin equal to one-half h-bar. They’re contrasted with the leptons; two of them combine to form mesons, while combinations of three of these particles are known as hadrons, examples of which include the proton and the neutron. For 10 points, identify these six-flavored subatomic particles, which come in top, bottom, charm, strange, up, and down varieties.
ANSWER: quarks

BONUS. It opens with the title character’s brother Jimmie being saved from a gang by Pete, who the title character later dates. For 10 points each: 
[10] Identify this American naturalist novella, which sees the titular “girl of the streets” grow up in the slums of New York City.
ANSWER: Maggie: A Girl of the Streets
[10] This author of the poetry collection The Black Riders and the short stories “The Blue Hotel”, “The Open Boat”, and “The Bride Comes To Yellow Sky” also wrote Maggie.
ANSWER: Stephen Crane
[10] This farmboy, who dreams of fighting heroically in “Greeklike” battles, picks up a flag when a color-bearer falls in Crane’s Red Badge of Courage.
ANSWER: Henry Fleming [accept either]
Tossup 21. The nobilmente theme from the first movement of one composed by Edward Elgar was featured in Wallace and Gromit: Curse of the Were-Rabbit. One of these composed by Antonin Dvorak, a work in C Minor, was subtitled The Bells of Zlonice. Leonard Bernstein’s featured the movements “Prophecy,” “Profanation,” and “Lamentation,” while Pyotr Tchaikovsky replaced the trio section of the scherzo with a waltz in his. In addition  to Jeremiah and Winter Dreams, other famous examples include Brahms’s, which Hans von Bulow dubbed “Beethoven’s Tenth.” For 10 points, identify this numbered work, which for Robert Schumann was the Spring.
ANSWER: first symphony/ies [also accept Symphony No. 1 or other equivalents, prompt on “symphony”]
BONUS. Identify the following about the life and times of everyone’s favorite god of skis, Ullr, for 10 points each.

[10] Saxo Grammaticus’ Gesta Danorum describes Ullr as a powerful wizard who was chosen to rule for the ten years this one-eyed chief god of the Norse pantheon was exiled.

ANSWER: Odinn [accept Woden, Wotan, Wodinaz, or Wodanaz; prompt on “the All-Father”]

[10] The Gylfaginning notes that Ullr was a stepson of Thor and the son of this goddess, Thor’s golden-haired wife.

ANSWER: Sif

[10] Snorri Sturluson mentions that these objects can be referred to as “the Ship[s] of Ullr”. More famous mythological examples include Zeus’s aegis.

ANSWER: shields

Tossup 22. The Coombs test can be used to find these entities, and the Fab region is located on one tip of them. Kohler and Milstein won the 1984 Nobel prize for discovering Monoclonal varieties of these entities, and their synthesis was first studied by Susumo Tonegawa. Paul Erlich advanced the lock and key mechanism for these, which was verified by Linus Pauling. Divided into five classes, they exist in light and heavy chain varieties. ANSWER: antibodies
BONUS. One side’s General Count Fedor Keller was killed in an attempt to retake Motien Pass, a position he’d previously abandoned. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this war, which began with the First Battle of Port Arthur, and which had its last naval engagement in Tsushima Strait.
ANSWER: Russo-Japanese War
[10] This treaty, which among other things returned Manchuria to China and allowed Japan to lease the Liaodong Peninsula, ended the Russo-Japanese War. It’s named for the New Hampshire city in which it was signed.
ANSWER: Treaty of Portsmouth
[10] This American politician won the 1906 Nobel Peace Prize for his successful mediation of the Treaty of Portsmouth.
ANSWER: Theodore “Teddy” Roosevelt Jr. [accept T.R.]

Tiebreakers

Tossup. This work’s protagonist’s grandmother conceived his mother while sheltering Joseph Koljaiczek under her wide skirts in a potato field. That protagonist later becomes fascinated with scarring on the back of Herbert Truczinski, who himself falls in love with a ship’s masthead. Its protagonist looks to Jan Bronski as a father figure, as he dislikes his father Alfred, a Nazi. To avoid working for Alfred, this novel’s main character wills himself to stop growing at age three. For 10 points, identify this novel, which takes its name from a gift given to Oskar Matzerath on his third birthday, a work of Gunter Grass
ANSWER: The Tin Drum [accept Die Blechtrommel]
Tossup. J.G. Hills gave his name to a similar region thought to be located within this area. Objects thought to have orbits here include 2000 Cr105 and the dwarf planet Sedna, and it was originally hypothesized by Henrik Opik. The source of entities like West, Kohoutek, and Hale-Bopp, for 10 points, is what sphere surrounding the solar system named for a Dutch astronomer, the proposed source of long-term comets?
ANSWER: Opik-Oort Cloud //this could use some more clues
