Related Tossup/Bonus Phase

Tossup 1. He named Ely S. Parker, a Seneca Indian, as commissioner of Indian affairs, and negotiated a settlement with the UK in the Treaty of Washington.  His Secretary of the Treasury Benjamin Bristow uncovered evidence that caused the firing of his secretary Orville Babcock and his secretary of war William Belknap in a scandal known as the Whiskey Ring. For 10 points, name this eighteenth US President, a prominent Civil War general.

ANSWER: Hiram Ulysses S. Grant
BONUS. Answer the following regarding compromises in US history. For 10 points each:

[10] This compromise brought the Virginia and New Jersey plans together at the Constitutional Convention.

ANSWER: Connecticut or Great Compromise
[10] This compromise introduced the fugitive slave law, and was one of the final attempts to avoid civil war.

ANSWER: Compromise of 1850
Tossup 2.  His festivals were celebrated at the Temple of Abydos, which marked the place where he assimilated Khenty-Imentin and picked up the epithet foremost of the westerners. Namesake gardens were assimilated at his festivals, which usually reenacted his fate, in which his brother sliced him into fourteen pieces. For 10 point, name this husband of Isis and father of Horus, the Egyptian god of the underworld.
ANSWER: Osiris
BONUS. Answer these questions about a Greek tragedy. For 10 points each:

[10] He was adopted by King Polybus; however, this real father was King Laius.  He outwitted the Sphinx at Thebes.

Answer:  Oedipus

[10] Oedipus, after defeating the Sphinx, was crowned king of Thebes, and given this widowed queen’s hand in marriage, it turns out she is his biological mother.Answer:  Jocasta
Tossup 3. At a poker game in this film, several characters pretend to shoot themselves with a revolver, not realizing it’s loaded. This film chronicles the exploits of a one hit wonder pop singer; whose hit “Love Me Sexy” funded his major investment. One character in this film is traded for a washing machine and the protagonist uses gimmicks like fighting a bear to raise attendance. For 10 points name this film in which Will Ferrell stars as Jackie Moon, an owner/player/coach who trying to bring the Flint Tropics to the NBA
ANSWER: Semi-Pro 
BONUS. Answer the following regarding NBC’s The Office. For 10 points each:

[10] What is the name of the paper company that the sitcom centers around?

ANSWER: Dunder Mifflin
[10] Dunder Mifflin has several branches throughout the east, Michael Scott, is Regional Manager of this Northeast Pennsylvania location.

ANSWER: Scranton
Tossup 4. Their cells contain grooves known as annulus and the sulcus. These organisms are protists found in the clade Alveolata.  Unicellular with two flagellum; one is used to propel the cell through its marine or freshwater environment, while the other is used to spin the cell.  For 10 points, name this group of protists that can cause red tides.

Answer:  Dinoflagellata [or Dinoflagellates]
BONUS.  Name these disorders associated with the genes. For 10 points each:

[10] This disorder occurs when an organism has more than two complete chromosome sets.  

Answer: Polyploidy
[10] Down syndrome is caused by having one extra chromosome in this set.

Answer:  Chromosome 21

Tossup 5. A flag in this painting is yellow with a black stripe down the middle and it is held by slightly illuminated man in a top hat. At the far right a bearded man holds a drum and under him a mangy animal cowers. One of the most illuminated figure in this painting is a young girl holding a chicken, although the foreground is occupied by the leaders of the title group, most
of whom hold weapons.  For 10 points, name this Rembrandt painting of the company of Frans Banning Cocq.
ANSWER: The Night Watch  (accept The Company of Frans Banning Cocq early and Willem
van Ruytenburch)

BONUS. Answer the following about Neo-classical Art. For 10 points each:

[10] He showed the results of a naval disaster in his The Raft of the Medusa.
ANSWER: Theodore Gericault
[10] This man painted Napoleon on his Imperial Throne and Grand Odalisque.

ANSWER: Jean Auguste Dominique Ingres
Tossup 6. When this man heard that Franklin Roosevelt had passed the National Recovery Administration this man shouted “Behold, a dictator!” He became a schoolmaster in the town of Undine before being named editor of the newspaper Avanti! After receiving a letter from Victor Emmanuel III he led his Black Shirts on a March on Rome.  For 10 points name this fascist dictator who led Italy during World War II.
ANSWER: Benito Mussolini 

BONUS. Answer the following about the development of the EU.  For 10 points each:

[10] Before the Euro was introduced the EU currency was referred to with this acronym that also describes a flightless bird.

ANSWER: EMU
[10] The EU was officially brought into being in 1993 when this treaty was signed.

ANSWER: Maastricht Treaty
Tossup 7. Puzzles with its structure were developed by Flood and Dresher for the Rand Corporation’s investigations and a round-robin tournament between computer programs sponsored by Robert Axelrod found that a nice, forgiving strategy employing Tit for Tat was optimal. An iterated version of it can be applied to the nuclear arms race between the U.S. and the Soviet Union and it arises in two-person noncooperative variable sum games. FTP, what is this game theory problem, where two individuals who committed a robbery must decide whether to confess for a shorter sentence.

 ANSWER: prisoner’s dilemma
BONUS. Answer the following about an economist and his work. For 10 points each:

[10] This Chicago School member and author of Capitalism and Freedom.
ANSWER: Milton Friedman
[10] This model and form of Neoclassicism holds that only the size of money supply affects the economy in the long run.
ANSWER: Monetarism
Tossup 8. A gardener, who says he wants to drain the pool, interrupts the title character of this novel.  A minor character discovers the titular character’s book collection consists of uncut books, implying they had never been read. After receiving the details of a car accident from a man named Michaelis, George Wilson is inspired by the eyes of TJ Eckleburg to kill the person who ran over his wife and shoots the title character while he floats in the pool. For 10 points, name this novel narrated by Nick Carraway, a cousin to Daisy Buchanan. 

ANSWER: The Great Gatsby
.BONUS. Name these Russian novels. For 10 points each:

[10] In this Dostoyevsky novel, Raskolnikov axe murders a pawnbroker and her sister.

ANSWER: Crime and Punishment.

[10] In this Mikhail Lermontov novel, Pechorin kills his friend Grushnitsky in a duel on a cliff.

ANSWER: A Hero of Our Time 

Category Quiz tossups

Tossup 9. This artist produced a triptych with three bluish-purple women, Evolution, and strong sunshine is evoked in his Windmill in Sunlight. Elements of Cubism can be seen in his two versions of Still Life with Gingerpot and he presented his Luminist work St. Lucas Exhibition in Amsterdam. Neoplasticism was a key element of the artistic movement he helped develop and its principles can be seen in his Composition with Grey, Red, Yellow, and Black. For 10 points, who is this figurehead of the Dutch abstract-art movement, De Stijl, and creator of Broadway Boogie Woogie.
ANSWER: Piet Mondrian
Tossup 10. One image in this poem is a “hanging face / like a devil’s sick of sin.” The speaker claims that “if in some smothering dream you too could pace behind the wagon we flung him in” that you would not tell “that old lie” that is the title of the poem. The poem describes an “ecstasy of fumbling, fitting the clumsy helmets” to avoid a gas attack. For 10 points, name this anti-war poem by Wilfred Owen.

ANSWER: “Dulce et Ducorum Est”
Tossup 11. It is primarily a children’s disease that is often misdiagnosed as encephalitis, meningitis, diabetes, or drug overdose.  This disease affects all of the organs in the body, but it most harmful for the brain and liver.  It most often occurs while recovering from a previous viral infection such as the flu or chicken pox.  For 10 points, name this incurable disease in which taking aspirin causes an increased risk of contracting.

Answer:  Reye’s Symdrome

Tossup 12. His adoptive father named him as the successor, and at the end of his rule he divided his land among his four main sons.  Senggum was infuriated by his father’s decision and attempted to assassinate him.  His true name was Temujin before he took the title of Universal Ruler. For 10 points, name this Mongol conqueror and grandfather of Kublai.
Answer: Genghis Khan

Tossup 13.
One of these individuals traveled to Shechem and hired a band of assassins, while another proposed a test involving the accumulation of dew on wool. That individual subsequently had his army reduced based on methods of drinking from a river. Another of these individuals leads an 8army at Taanach against the Canaanites, where a vision of God descending from Mount Sinai sends the enemy into disarray. For 10 points, who are these individuals that include Samson, Gideon, and Deborah and are a namesake of a book of the Old Testament. 
ANSWER: judges of Israel 

Tossup 14. He first gained prominence from his opposition pf parallel runways and he was appointed to the post of Shadow Minister for Foreign Affairs where he strongly criticized his country’s support of the Iraq war. He succeeded Kim Beazly as head of the Labor Party and announced he would be an “alternative, not just an echo” to John Howard’s regime. F or 10 points, name this man who would go on to defeat Howard to become Prime Minister of Australia.

ANSWER: Kevin Michael Rudd

Arts: This artist pioneered the style Orphism, which is often referred to as liquid cubism. For 15 points, who is this modern artist who painted the Eiffel Tower in this Orphism style?

ANSWER: Robert Delaunay
Current Events: Current Events: In this South American Country, calls to ban the growing
and chewing of coca have fallen on deaf ears. For 15 points, what is this
country led by President Evo Morales?
ANSWER: Bolivia
Geography: They are located in Tooele county of northwestern Utah and are part of the Great Salt Lake Desert. For 15 points, what is this remnant of an ancient lake bed, which has an extremely smooth and level surface ideal for speed trials. 

ANSWER: Booneville Salt Flats

History: He was the first European to reach Florida, died of a fever, and was buried on the banks of the Mississippi river. For 15 points, who was this Spanish explorer.

ANSWER: Arms and the Man

Math Calculation:  Hans has scored an average of 75 on his last 4 yodeling exams.  For Hans to pass his class he must have an 82 average overall.  He has 3 more exams to go.  For 15 points, what is the minimum average rounded up of the next 3 exams he must obtain to have an 82 average overall.  You have 15 seconds.

Answer:  92

Trash/GK: He is an IRS agent who begins to hear his life story being narrated in his head and soon he must find the narrator to prevent his own death. For 15 points, who is this character played by Will Ferrell in Stranger than Fiction. 

Answer:  Harold Crick (accept either) 
Science: Their cell walls are silicified and form two overlapping halves. For 15 points, what is this type of algae with a golden-brown pigment caused by fucoxanthin, which hides its chlorophyll and carotenoid pigments.

ANSWER: diatoms

Stretch phase: 

Tossup 15. It is minimized when the magnetic dipole moment is aligned with the magnetic field, and conversely, it is maximized when they are not aligned. For a positive test charge placed near a stationary positive charge, it is proportional to Coulombs constant and the inverse of the distance. For a simple harmonic oscillator, it is minimized at the equilibrium position and can only be defined for a conservative force. For 10 points, an object’s position in a gravitational field gives it what of type of energy, which can be converted to kinetic energy. 

ANSWER: potential energy  

BONUS. It recounts events that transpire on St. John’s Eve where a gathering of witches and demons is presided over by Satan in the form of the black dog, Tchernobog. For 10 points each:

[10] What is this orchestral work whose version by Stokowski is found in Disney’s Fantasia. 

ANSWER: A Night on Bald Mountain 

[10] This member of the Russian Five created A Night on Bald Mountain as well as opera Boris Godunov, which was based on the Pushkin drama of the same name.

ANSWER: Modest Mussorgsky 

[10] Inspired by a memorial exhibit of Victor Hartmann’s art work, this suite of ten piano pieces by Mussorgsky was later orchestrated by Maurice Ravel.

ANSWER: Pictures at an Exhibition [or Pictures from an Exhibition] 
Tossup 16. Its Kaokoveld region consists of gravel plains with scattered dune fields. The Kuiseb River underflow supplies water to Walvis Bay and Swakopumd, while the Cunene river and the Orange River, which bisects its southern portion, are the only rivers that permanently flow on its surface. The Sossusvlei sand dunes found here are the tallest in the world and it forms part of the Naukluft National Park. For 10 points, located along Africa’s Atlantic coast, this is what desert of southwest Angola and its namesake country. 

ANSWER: Namib 

BONUS. They include Shahadah, which is an affirmation of faith, and Zakat, the giving of alms. For 10 points each:

[10] Name these five precepts of a certain religion.

ANSWER: Five Pillars of Islam

[10] This is the Arabic name given to the Pillar that requires Muslims to attempt a pilgrimage to Mecca at least once in their lives.

ANSWER: Hajj

[10] Fasting during Ramadan falls under this pillar.

ANSWER: Sawm

Tossup 17. He dictated the musings of a dictator who has ruled his nation for two-hundred years and an unnamed doctor who enters a town that would become a recurring theme for this author in. A veteran of the Thousand Days War waits to receive his pension in  another work by this author of The Autumn of the Patriarach and Leafstorm.. For 10 points name this author of No One Writes to the Colonel who wrote about a quarantine in Love in the Time of Cholera.
ANSWER: Gabriel Garcia-Marquez 

BONUS. First introduced by Benoit Claperyon, it is the equation of state for a substance with zero volume, no intermolecular forces, and perfectly elastic collisions.  For 10 points each:

[10] What is this equation which relates the volume and pressure of a certain phase of matter to its temperature and quantity by a namesake constant.

ANSWER: ideal gas law [or PV-NRT]

[10] The ideal gas law can be derived from three other laws, Boyle’s law, Charles’ law, and this law, which states that gases expand linearly as temperature increases at a fixed pressure.

ANSWER: Gay-Lussac’s Law 

[10] This modification for the ideal gas law utilizes variables a and b, which account for attractive forces and volume respectively.

ANSWER: Van der Waals equation 
Tossup 18. He claimed that the dead are afforded more happiness and blessings than the living in his Eudemus and he contributed two treatises to The History of Animals. His research students were known as peripatetics and joined him in his school, the Lyceum. After the death of Hermias, he was summoned to Pella by Phillip II to serve as tutor to Phillip’s son, Alexander. For 10 points, who is this Greek philosopher who wrote such works as Poetics, Politics, and Metaphysics, and was a student of Plato. 

ANSWER: Aristotle

BONUS. It includes Palace Walk and Palace of Desire and takes place in the title city. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this trilogy named after a Middle Eastern capital.
ANSWER: Cairo  trilogy
[10] This author of Children of Gebelawi wrote the Cairo trilogy.
ANSWER: Naguib Mahfouz
[10] This is the third part of the Cairo Trilogy, in which the children and grand-children of the central family take center stage. 
ANSWER: Sugar Street
Tossup 19. After his childhood hero unmasked and surrendered, he picked up the left behind mask, and for a short time, wore it in tribute to his fallen idol.  He originally wanted to become a catholic priest, but was unable to forgive those who did evil.  He lost his wife and both children after they witnessed a gangland execution in Central Park.  For 10 points, name this dark hero who does not have any superpowers and has death’s head emblazoned on his Kevlar armor.

Answer:  The Punisher

BONUS. It doesn’t hold at near the speed of light where relativistic effects need to be considered and on Plank length scales where quantum mechanics holds.  For 10 points each:

[10] What is this law of physics that give the acceleration of a mass when a net external force is applied to it.

ANSWER: Newton’s second law

[10] This law relates the electric force between two point charges by the inverse square of the distance between them. 

ANSWER: Coulomb’s law

[10] For a spring with spring constant k, this law relates the restoring force to negative k times the displacement from the equilibrium position. 

ANSWER: Hooke’s law

Tossup 20. Major engagements included Duilius’ victory at Mylae and the Battle of Ecnomus, while Spartan mercenaries under Xanthippus were able to repulse Atilius Regulus’s invasion at the Battle of Bagradas. It was sparked by Heiro II of Syracuse’s attempts to free the city of Messana from Mamertine mercenaries and peace was eventually sued for Hamilcar Barca after the loss of supply ships at the Aegates Islands. For 10 points, Corsica and Sardinia were converted to Roman provinces as a result of what war, which was the first of conflicts with Carthage. 

ANSWER: First Punic War

BONUS. Answer these questions about a guy with a beard. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this strong Noser god who lives in the hall of Bilskirnir and is chief defender of Asgard.

ANSWER:  Thor (or Thunor or Horagalles)

[10] Thor’s chariot is pulled by these Tanngrisni and Tanngnost, two of this type of animal.
ANSWER:  Goats
[10] Thor’s weapon of choice was a short handled hammer with this name.

ANSWER: Mjollnir

Tossup 21. It occurs for transitions involving n equals 2 as the lowest energy state and the reciporical wavelength can be give in terms of the Rydberg constant and the difference of the inverse squares of the energy states involved. Unlike those for Pfund, Brackett, and Paschen, which lie in the infrared, and Lyman’s, which lies in the ultraviolet, it only contains wavelengths of visible light. For 10 points, what is this spectral series given off by energized hydrogen atoms.

ANSWER: Balmer series

BONUS. Answer the following about an author and his works.  For 10 points each:

[10] This editor of the Overland Monthly was renowned for his local color stories such as “Tennessee’s Partner” and “The Idyll of Red Gulch.”

ANSWER: Francis Bret Harte 
[10] After being exiled from the title town, Uncle Billy steals the party’s mules and they all die after getting snowed in a cabin.

ANSWER: “The Outcasts of Poker Flats”

[10] The son of Cherokee Sal is proudly cared for by the residents of the title locale until a flood hits and kills him.

ANSWER: “The Luck of Roaring Camp”

Tossup 22. Its script, “The House of Victory,” featured the characters of an Indian Girl, a Fugitive, and a Citizen, who interact with a pioneer mother and daughter. It took its title from a Hart Crane poem, and the score was initially titled “Ballet for Martha” after the choreographer Martha Graham. One of its sections consisted of variations on an obscure Shaker dance tune, and unlike Rodeo and Billy the Kid, it did not incorporate actual folk songs. For 10 points, what is this musical work by Aaron Copland. 

ANSWER: Appalachian Spring

BONUS. The death of the Swedish king Charles XI prompted the attack of Livonia by Augustus II of Poland and the invasion of Schleswig and Holstein by Frederick IV of Denmark and Norway. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this conflict which saw Charles XII break the Russian siege of Narva and which was ended by the treaty of Stockholm after Charles’ death.

ANSWER: Great Northern War [or Second Northern War]

[10] This Russian Tsar laid siege to Narva during the Great Northern War, established a regular Russian army, and is the namesake of a Russian city on the Neva River. 

ANSWER: Peter I [or Peter the Great] 

[10] This decisive battle of the Great Northern War, which occurred west of the Vorskla River in Ukraine, saw Peter the Great defeat Charles XII, who subsequently fled to Turkish territory.

ANSWER: Poltava

Tiebreakers:
Tossup 24. Sidney Altman won the Nobel Prize for work dealing with its enzymatic cleavage of phosphodiester bonds and it can interfere with gene expression by silencing genes. A precursor heterogeneous variety is itself spliced to produce a mature form and it can function as a primer for DNA replication. One type, complexes with protein subunits for form ribosomes and another has anti-codon sequences with corresponding amino acids. For 10 what is the nucleic acid which is translated from DNA and codes for proteins.   

ANSWER: RNA [or ribonucleic acid]
Tossup 25. He wrote of a neurotic social worker who has an affair with a politician in Ann Vickers, and a Minnesota missionary in The God Seeker. He explored the possibility of facism in America with It Can’t Happen Here.  The protagonist is a real estate agent who is dismayed when his friend Paul shoots himself, and a man becomes a doctor in the West Indies in Arrowsmith. FTP name this author of Mainstreet and Babbit.

ANSWER: Sinclair Lewis
