1.  Koume and Kotake, aka Twinrova, were his surrogate mothers, and in a ritual they sacrifice themselves to resurrect him, but he comes back as a mindless beast. His fate is sealed when his minions fail to dispatch of Impa, and in one case his rival's blood can allegedly revive him.  He used Agahnim to overthrow the King and kidnap the seven maidens, but later flees to the Pyramid of Power in bat form. 2.  One figure involved in was under strict instructions to not agree to anything involving an indemnity, and Article IX stipulated that both parties agreed to the free navigation of the Straits of La Perouse and Tartary.  Signed soon after the battle of Sushima Strait, both parties agreed to restore Manchuria to China, and one party gave up control of Liaodong Peninsula and the southern half of Sakhalin Island.  FTP, identify this treaty that ended the Russo-Japanese War and earned President Theodore Roosevelt the Nobel Peace Prize.

Answer:  Treaty of Portsmouth
3.  One character created by him has conversations with his jailer's daughter using alphabet cards, and the first publication in which he used his pseudonym was the travel book Rome, Naples, and Florence in 1817.  At his death, he left Lucien Leuwen unfinished as well as Lamiel.  Giletti tried attacking the protagonist, but was killed with a shotgun by Fabrizio del Dongo in his novel The Charterhouse of Parma, while in another novel Madame de Renal [ray-NAWL] died while embracing her children three days after the death of Julian Sorel.  FTP, identify the author with birth name Marie-Henri Beyle who wrote The Red and the Black.

ANSWER:  Stendhal
4.  The hilum is found with in each of these, and water, alcohol, and pharmacologic agents are excreted through them.  Microscopic holes in them are a symptom of its eponymous pinprick condition, and byssinosis is a disease of them.  Encased in pleura, mesothelioma is a cancer of the lining of them, and the mediastinum is situated between them.  Cystic fibrosis can cause the production of thick mucous within, FTP, what structures that contain alveoli, the human organs of respiration?

ANSWER:  lungs
5.  A committee led by Eleanor Roosevelt was unable to raise the money needed in the aftermath of it, but James Donovan was able to compromise.  Given the code name Operation Zapata, the DGI were able to give its target advanced warning.  Originally calling for a landing at the foothills of the Escambray Mountains, the attacking force excluded the People's Revolutionary Movement, which likely resulted in its failure.  FTP, identify this 1961 attempt by the United States to overthrow Fidel Castro.

ANSWER:  Bay of Pigs invasion (accept Bahia de Cochinos or Playa Giron)

6.  Among the causes of this event are the Doctrine of Lapse, which saw the lands of feudal rulers turned over to the government if a male heir was not chosen, and the circulation of the quote “Everything has become red.”  Sir Hugh Rose led the final campaign against it, and much of the fighting took place in Cawnpore, Lucknow, and Meerut.  It was set off by the introduction of the Enfield rifle, which required the biting off of lubricated cartridges, and the participants believed that the lube was a mix of pig and cow lard.FTP, identify this 1857 revolt in British India.

ANSWER:  Sepoy Mutiny (prompt on Indian Mutiny)
7.  Inspiration from Arseny Golenishchev-Kutuzov can be seen in his Sunless and Songs and Dances of Death, and he left the operas Khovanshchina and Sorochintsy Fair unfinished at his death.  He wrote a piano suite based on the work of Victor Hartmann, and one of his operas features a monk who ends up at the head of the Polish army.  A witches’ Sabbath serves as the theme for his Night on Bald Mountain, and this member of The Five wrote a libretto for his adaptation of a drama about a false Dmitry by Aleksandr Pushkin.  FTP, identify this Russian composer of Boris Godunov.

ANSWER:  Modest Mussorgsky
8.  One child in this work has a dead chicken hanging from her girdle, and the names of the figures depicted are inscribed on an oval frame on a column in the background.  One figure on the left side of it can be seen loading his rifle, while the man behind him is holding up a yellow and blue flag with one hand, and a drum is seen in the lower right hand corner.  The central figure in this work is wearing all black, except for a white collar and red sash, while the right side is dominated by men wielding long pikes, and it shows Lieutenant Willem van Ruytenberg receiving orders from Captain Francis Cocq.  FTP, identify this depiction of a militia by Rembrandt.

ANSWER:  The Night Watch

9.  Most plagioclaste ones exhibit albite twinning while all are triclinic, while alkali ones can be found in acidic igneous rocks such as granites.  Solid solution plays a significant part in the rock making ones, known as aluminosilicates, and members exhibit two cleavages at a 90 degree angle.  One member is commercially sold as soda spar, and those that show opalescence are sold as moonstones.  Including labradorite and orthoclase, FTP, identify this group of minerals, number 6 on Mohs' scale of hardness.

ANSWER:  feldspars
10.  In the first novel to feature him, he is approached by the less-than-truthful Eva Griffin, while in the last novel written by his creator, Penn Wentworth is investigating his client, Mae Farr, for forgery.  One of his frequent tactics was to use a lookalike to discredit identifications, and clients were sometimes given advice by his secretary, Della Street.  His clients are always arrested by Lieutenant Tragg, and are always opposed by Hamilton Burger, while after the death of his creator, Thomas Chastain wrote a story involving him, The Case of Too Many Murders.  FTP, identify the fictional detective created by Erle Stanley Gardner.

ANSWER:  Perry Mason

11.  Aiding Adrastus with the burial of the Seven, after Oedipus is exiled from Thebes, this man accepts him at Colonus.  Hecale promised a sacrifice to Zeus if he comes back alive, and his mother tries to kill him with both poisoned wine and by asking his father to have him kill the Marathonian Bull, but Lycodemes succeeded where Medea couldn't by throwing him off a cliff.  His uncle Pallas tries to have him assassinated after the death of his father Aegeus, who drowned himself after this man forgot to switch the sails on the way back from Crete, and during his voyage back Dionysus ordered him to ditch Ariadne.  FTP, identify this king of Athens who slew the Minotaur.

ANSWER:  Theseus
12.  Prem Brodasingh is arrested for entering a library in a work by him, and among his biographical publications is a study of Jan Hofmeyr.  One of his novels was adapted for the stage under the title Lost in the Stars, while his late wife Doris Lusted was the subject of his For You Departed, and he also wrote of a nun devoted to helping blacks who is killed and eaten by a black mob.  In one of this writer's works, a father travels to the city and learns of his daughter's prostitution and his son's pending execution for the murder of Arthur Jarvis.  FTP, identify the creator of Stephen Kumalo, the South African author of Cry, the Beloved Country.

13.  Cost-push inflation occurs as a result of the decline in it paired with an increase in the price level, while demand-pull inflation is caused by a rise in it as well as the price level.  Calculated through either the circular flow model or the income approach, the ratio of capital stock over it is known as the capital-output ratio, and when unadjusted for price, it is referred to as nominal.  The total value of all final goods and services produced in an economy with resources from that economy, FTP, identify this economic value also known as the GDP.

ANSWER:  Gross Domestic Product (accept GDP until the end)
14.  The repetition of God's name is the only ritual practiced by the Namdhari sect of it, and Dayal Das founded the Nirankari sect on account of disapproval of the Khalsa brotherhood.  Services are concluded with consumption of karah prasad, and initiation involves the consumption of amrit.  Arjun compiled the first version of its sacred text, the Adi Granth, and followers are taught to adhere to the five K's, which include the growing one's hair and the carrying a kirpan, a double-edged dagger.  FTP, identify this religion founded by Guru Nanak.

ANSWER:  Sikhism
15.  After a Danish invasion, he returned to the court of King Hardecanute, his half-brother, and soon after ascending the throne he seized the lands of his mother, Emma of Normandy, who had conspired against him.  During his rule, he banished the family of Godwin, including his wife Edith, for refusing to attack Dover.  The son of Ethelred II, he fell out of favor after giving Normans upper-level government positions, and his son Harold subjugated Wales and succeeded him after his death in 1066.  FTP, identify this English king that was canonized in 1161.

ANSWER:  Saint Edward the Confessor
16.  In the Coulomb gauge, this is the volume integral of charge density over distance, so its nth spherical moment falls off as one over distance to the n; thus, this field for a dipole falls off as one over distance squared. The negative gradient of this quantity is the static electric field. Half the volume integral of this times the charge density is the energy needed to assemble a charge distribution because this scalar field is the energy required to bring a unit charge to a point. For 10 points, name this electromagnetic scalar field that can be understood as the amount of the namesake type of energy per unit charge and that has unit volt.

17.  Ida-Noddack-Tacke, Walter Noddack, and Otto Berg erroneously claimed to have isolated it, calling it “masurium,” and in Mendeleev’s periodic table, it was given the moniker eka-manganese.  Its 99-isotope is a byproduct of uranium fussion in nuclear reactors and is used as a radioactive tracer in medical tests, and its 97-isotope was discovered after a sample of molybdenum was bombarded with deuterons.  FTP, what element with atomic number 43 was the first to be produced synthetically?

ANSWER:  Technetium (prompt on Tc)
18.  A Henry Lawson short story about it describes a man from a newspaper determined to travel the length of it by boat and calls it “either a muddy gutter or the second Mississippi.”  The Talyawalka Anabranch of this river detaches near Wilcannia and rejoins it near Menindee, and its headstreams rise in the Great Dividing Range.  Charles Sturt stumbled upon this river while traveling along the Macquarie, which serves as a tributary, and at Wentworth, it joins with the Murray, from there emptying into the Southern Ocean.  FTP, identify this long river in Australia.

ANSWER:  Darling River
19.  In a poem addressed to a young lady, he describes a spirit that sought “a cloudy substitute for failing gladness,” and In one of his works, a poet eyes “a host of golden daffodils / beside the lake beneath the trees,” and described how they “flash upon that inward eye.”  He describes how “waters on a starry night are beautiful and fair” in Ode:  Intimations on Immortality, and compares himself to something that “floats on high o'er vales and hills” in I Wandered Lonely as a Cloud.  FTP, identify this Romantic poet who composed lines above Tintern Abbey and teamed up with Samuel Coleridge on Lyrical Ballads.

ANSWER:  William Wordsworth
20.  Find the area of an isosceles triangle that has an interior angle measuring 120 degrees, and its longest side is 10√3.  One way to find the area is to bisect the triangle into two congruent right triangles with the short leg measuring 5 units and a hypotenuse of 10 units.  FTP, find the area of a right triangle with legs of 5 and 5√3 units, and double it.

ANSWER:  25√3 square units
OT.   Among the volunteers who fought in it were a group of Americans known as the Abraham Lincoln Battalion, which made up a portion of the International Brigades.  A Popular Front government bent on keeping Fascists out could not prevent rebels from taking the Balearics and Santander, and at the end, Premier Juan Negrin was exiled.  The Republicans received aid from the Soviet Union, but with tanks and troops from Italy and Nazi Germany, the forces of General Francisco Franco were victorious.  FTP, identify this conflict fought entirely within a country that borders Portugal and France.
