1.  While serving as justice minister, he took homosexuality laws off the books, and he almost resigned upon the formation of a minority government by Joe Clark.  He spoke out against the Meech Lake and Charlottetown Accords, believing that they would weaken the Charter of Rights.  During the October Crisis, he invoked the War Measures Act to fight back against the FLQ, and put forth the resolution that led to a declaration of independence from the British Parliament.  FTP, identify this Canadian prime minister, the successor to Lester Pearson.

ANSWER:  Pierre Trudeau
2.  Defending his attacks on an administration in which he served in Go Quiety...Or Else, he angered African-American leaders by accusing them of being unwilling to condemn black racists.  Defeating George Mahoney to become Governor of Maryland, he was elevated to his highest post in exchange for the support of Nelson Rockefeller.  Many of his attacks included alliteration, such as “nattering nabobs of negativism,” but he resigned after pleading no lo contendere to a single count of income tax evasion.  FTP, identify the first vice president under Richard Nixon.

ANSWER:  Spiro Agnew
3.  Respiratory chain dysfunction in these has been linked to ALS and Alzheimer’s, while Leigh’s disease is caused by a mutation within them.  Also referred to as a chondriosomes, the tricarboxylic acid cycle occurs within them, and oxidative phosphorylation occurs within tem.  They contain the enzymes involved in the Krebs cycle, and its inner membrane is folded into cristae.  FTP, name these organelles that generates most of the cell's supply of ATP, the “power-plant” of a cell.

ANSWER: mitochondria (accept mitochondrion)
4.  The hymn “I Vow to Thee My Country” takes its melody from it, and its last section features a (*) chorus singing off-stage.  In its first section, a march in 5/4 time, the string players strike their strings with the wood part of the bow, and the timpani players use hard-ended sticks.  Clashing bells interrupt the fifth movement, “Bringer of Old Age,” while the jumpy theme of its third movement is indicative of its namesake, the Winged Messenger.  FTP, identify this seven-movement suite by Gustav Holst which excludes Pluto.

ANSWER:  The Planets (prompt on Jupiter until the asterisk)
5.  He led with a “bass drum beaten loudly”, and upon seeing that “he's come”, the Saints “smile gravely.”  He did not see Jesus come out from the courthouse, and he “saw his master through the flag-filled air” when he “halted by the curb for prayer.”  Upon being face to face with King Jesus, he knelt a-weeping, and he was followed by “walking lepers, rank on rank.”  He asked for more, but “every slum had sent its half-a-score”, and his eyes were “dazzled by the ways of God”, even though he died blind.  FTP, identify this title figure in an elegy written by Vachel Lindsay for the founder of the Salvation Army.

ANSWER:  General William Booth
6.  One consequence of this idea is the fact that all solid solutions are unstable at sufficiently low internal energies. One form of this rule is Nernst’s theorem, which states that no finite process can cool a system to absolute zero. Perhaps the most familiar form of this rule is due to Lewis and Randall and states that the entropy of a perfect crystal at absolute zero is zero. For 10 points, name this law that joins temperature transitivity, energy conservation, and entropy non-decrease as one of the four namesake laws of a certain branch of statistical physics.

ANSWER: the third law of thermodynamics [prompt on third law; accept word forms]
7.  In one of his poems, Saint Augustine argues that the author “measured freely the plain extended at his feet,” and he wrote about the impending doom of those who are too fortunate in On the Fates of Famous Men.  Describing Avignon as a place where “pride, envy, debauchery, and avarice reign” in Book Without a Name, he claims his love has power over Cupid, Death, and Time in his Triumphs, and he authored an epic about Scipio Africanus and the Punic Wars entitled Africa.  FTP, identify this Italian poet who dedicated many sonnets to Laura.

ANSWER:  Francesco Petrarch
8.  The diagonals of rhombus ABCD intersect at point E.  Line segment BD measures 18 units, and side AD measures 41 units.  Find the area of the rhombus.  To find the area of the rhombus, you can use the Pythagorean theorem to calculate the length of diagonal AE and use the formula for the area of a rhombus using the lengths of the diagonals, or you can find the area of one of the four triangles made by the diagonals, and multiply by four.  FTP, what is one-half times 18 times 80?

ANSWER:  720 square units
9.  He is said to have one thousand different names, including Narayana and Hari, and he once walked across the universe in only three steps.  Whenever good and evil are out of balance, this god descends and corrects the balance, and the shrivasta mark is found on his chest.  He is depicted laying on the coils of Shesha, and he holds the shankha, chakra, gada, and padma in his four hands. While on earth, he rides the bird Garuda, and his consorts are Bhumidevi and Lakshmi.  FTP, identify this member of the trimurti, the Hindu preserver god.

ANSWER:  Vishnu
10.  As a star in college, he was alleged to have sexually harassed assistant trainer Jamie Naughright, and finished second in the Heisman Trophy voting to Charles Woodson during his senior year at Tennessee.  Taken ahead of Ryan Leaf in the NFL Draft, in 2004 he broke Dan Marino's record for single-season touchdowns. Backed up by Jim Sorgi, he led his team from an 18-point deficit to victory in the 2007 ACF Championship before being voted MVP in Super Bowl XLI.  FTP, identify the starting quarterback for the Indianapolis Colts.

ANSWER:  Peyton Manning
11.  In response to a wheat tariff, he wrote an Essay on the Influence of a Low Price of Corn on the Profits of Stock, and asserted a relationship between prices and bank note volume in The High Price of Bullion, a Proof of the Depreciation of Bank Notes.  His distribution theory splits the community into three classes; the landlords, workers, and the owners of capital, and it can be found in his treatise Principles of Political Economy and Taxation.  Developing the theory FTP, identify this 19th century British economist who developed the Iron Law of Wages.

ANSWER:  David Ricardo
12.  A character in one of his stories compares South Africa to “a John Ford western.” and one of his novels ends with a Hindu ceremony for the death of his sister in a section entitled “The Ceremony of Farewell.”  The career of the exiled Ralph Singh is followed in his novel The Mimic Men, and Richard's retirement from Excal is the focus of his Mr. Stone and the Knights Companion.  Ferdinand represents the “New Man of Africa” in his work A Bend in the River, and fires and storms destroy two attempts by the six-fingered title character to own a home in his novel A House for Mr. Biswas.  The 2001 Nobel Prize winner in Literature, FTP name this Trinidadian author.

ANSWER:  Vidiadhar Surajprasad Naipaul

13.  As-Sufi described it as the “little cloud,” while it was compared to a “candle shining through horn” by Simon Marius, and no definite explanation has been given to account for its two nuclei.  Le Gentil is a satellite of it, as are the Pegasus and Cassiopeia Dwarves, while Mayall II is the brightest globular cluster in this object.  A blue-shifted galaxy, it is currently approaching Earth at around 300 kilometers per second.  Also known as M31, FTP, identify this galaxy, the closest spiral galaxy to the Milky Way.

ANSWER:  Great Andromeda Spiral Galaxy
14.  The Arnon River drains into this body of water, also known as Lake Asphaltites, and the Al-Lisan peninsula juts into the eastern side of it.  The Oasis of Ein Gedi lies on the bank of it, and the chief settlements of the Essenes were on its shores.  The village of Qumran lies on the northwest shore of it, and Sodom and Gomorrah lied on the southwestern shore of it.  FTP, identify this Middle Eastern sea where some scrolls were found in some caves nearby.

ANSWER:  Dead Sea (accept Al-Bahr al Mayyit, Yam Hamelah, East Sea, Sea of the Plain, or Salt Sea)
15.  Believers in it are subject to one of four schools of jurisprudence based on where one lives, and the Wahhabis are seen as a puritanical sect of this group.  Believing that leaders should be chosen via a communal consensus, leaders are not given a status given to prophets, and at the end of time, al-Dajjal shall be slain by Jesus, after which the Mahdi will appear.  This group held that one had to be a member of the Quraysh to be caliph, which did not include the descendants of Ali, the son-in-law of Muhammad.  FTP, identify this branch of Islam made up of the majority of Muslims.

ANSWER:  Sunnite Islam
16.  Performing it on a virus or bacterium is known as an assay, and Mohr’s method of it involves the use of silver nitrate.  This process is used to determine the neutralization number of an oil, and a potentiometer is commonly used in the redox variety.  Also known as volumetric analysis, the reagent used in this procedure is added using a burette.  FTP, identify this process by which a substance is slowly added to an unknown sample to determine what the unknown sample is.

ANSWER:  titration
17.  In an effort to avoid war, he allowed a pro-Roman government in Parthia to collapse, and he authored a defense of the orator Cicero after his execution.  Crowned emperor by a soldier who saw him trembling in the palace, among the territorial gains made during his rule were annexations of Lycia and Thrace, and he was forced to deny the succession of his own son Britannicus.  His reign also saw a rebellion by the governor of Dalmatia, as well as one by his own wife, Boadicea, though it was Agrippina the Younger who poisoned him.  Coming to power after the murder of Caligula, FTP, identify this Roman emperor with a speech impediment who was succeeded by Nero.

ANSWER:  Tiberius Claudius Nero Germanicus (accept Tiberius Claudius Caesar Augustus Germanicus)
18.  Lord Auckland's Simla Manifesto of October 1, 1838 justified British intervention in the affairs of this mountainous country.  During the regime of Nur Mohammed Taraki, The United States cut off aid to this country after the murder of Adolph Dubs, and Taraki overthrown and replaced by Babrak Karmal.  The U.S, Pakistan, and several other nations backed the mujahideen when this country was invaded by the Soviet Union in 1979. FTP, Identify this Central Asian Country where a western power finally claimed a victory with the success of Operation Enduring Freedom, currently led by President Hamid Karzai.

ANSWER:  Afghanistan
19.  Her husband, blinded in a fire, had sight in one eye by the time their child was born, and she returned to him after dreaming that she called his name.  Under the assumed last name of Elliot, she is take in by her cousins, and St. John Rivers asks her to accompany him to India.  Her wedding was initially impeded by Mr. Mason, as he was the brother of the maniac Bertha.  One of the few who did not die from the epidemic that struck Lowood, she was later given a position at Thornfield Hall, which was owned by Mr. Edward Rochester..  FTP, what governess is the protagonist of a novel by Charlotte Brontë?

ANSWER:  Jane Eyre
20.  While working with Charles Scarburgh, he preferred a visual approach to scientific problems, such as creating a model of working muscles, and among his projects are the Trinity College Library and a chapel at Pembroke College.  He oversaw the building of the Royal Hospital at Chelsea as well as a hospital for seaman at Greenwich, and he called upon the form of the Theater of Marcellus when designing the Sheldonian Theatre at Oxford.  Several buildings designed by him were destroyed in the Whitehall fire of 1698, and a dedication to him reads, “If you seek a monument, look about you.”  FTP, what English architect redesigned St. Paul's Cathedral?

ANSWER:  Sir Christopher Wren
OT.   She was known as bopis due to her apparently large eyes, and annually she would regain her virginity by bathing in the well Canathus.  Ixion was tricked into sleeping with a cloud in the shape of her, and after the death of Argos, she placed his one hundred eyes on the peacock.  As the goddess of childbirth, she tried to prevent the birth of Apollo and Artemis, and she would serve as advisor to Eurystheus while Hercules was completing his labors, as her attempt to kill him as a baby using serpents failed.  FTP, identify the Greek counterpart to Juno and the vindictive wife of Zeus.

ANSWER:  Hera (accept Juno until Artemis)
